THE PILGRIM'S CORNER

23" SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Ezekiel 33:7-9 Romans 13:8-10  Matthew 18:15-20

DON'T LOSE HEART:

We are hard-pressed on every side, but not crushed, perplexed, but not in des-
pair; persecuted, but not abandoned; struck down, but not destroyed. (2 Cor 4:8-9)

Life has surrounded us with weakness, although Christ has surrounded us with glory and strength,
so that we may remember that the weakness is ours, and the glory is God’s and recognize our utter
dependence on him. Paul describes this life, in which our weakness is intermingled with God’s glory,
in a series of paradoxes.

We know that the spiritual resources of faith are critical in helping the world still dealing with the pan-
demic. Around the world and in our community, faith communities are a source of support, comfort,
and guidance. Faith communities, by our nature and our calling, must gather, love, and serve — but
how can we do that in this global crisis where the gathering is a hazard to the health of all?

We are at our wits’ end but never at our hope’s finale. There are times when we do not know what
should be done, but even then, we never doubt that something can be done. There are times when
we cannot see clearly where life is going, but we never doubt that it is going somewhere. There are
times when we have to learn the hardest lesson of all, the very lesson which Jesus himself had to
learn in Gethsemane.

This time, more than ever, Saint Paul reminds us once again: “Therefore we do not lose heart. So,
we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen, since what is seen is temporary, but
what is unseen is eternal.”

We are knocked down but not knocked out. The supreme characteristic of Christians is not our fall-
ing but our rising again. It is not that we are never beaten, but we are never ultimately defeated. We
may sometimes lose our “daily life’s combat,” but we know that in the end, we can never lose the
final battle.

NO TE DESANIMES:
Estamos en apuros por todos lados, pero no aplastados; perplejo, pero no deses-

perado, perseguido, pero no abandonado; derribado, pero no destruido.
(2 Cor. 4: 8-9)

La vida nos ha rodeado de debilidad, aunque Cristo nos ha rodeado de gloria y fuerza,
para que recordemos que la debilidad es nuestra y la gloria es de Dios y reconozcamos
nuestra dependencia total de ¢l. San Pablo describe esta vida, en la que nuestra debilidad
se mezcla con la gloria de Dios, en una serie de paradojas.

Sabemos que los recursos espirituales de la fe son fundamentales para ayudar al mundo
que todavia esta lidiando con la pandemia. En todo el mundo y en nuestra comunidad, las
comunidades religiosas son una fuente de apoyo, consuelo y guia. Las comunidades de fe,
por nuestra naturaleza y nuestro llamado, deben reunirse, amar y servir, pero ;como pode-
mos hacer eso en esta crisis global donde nuestra junta comunitaria es aparentemente un
peligro para la salud de todos?

Estamos al final de nuestra agudeza, pero nunca al final de nuestra esperanza. Hay mo-
mentos en los que no sabemos qué se debe hacer, pero, aun asi, nunca dudamos de que se
puede hacer algo. Hay momentos en los que no podemos ver claramente hacia donde va la
vida, pero nunca dudamos de que va a alguna parte. Hay momentos en los que tenemos
que aprender la leccion mas dificil de todas, la misma leccion que el mismo Jesus tuvo que
aprender en Getsemani.

Esta vez, mas que nunca, san Pablo nos recuerda una vez mas: “Por tanto, no desalenta-
mos. Entonces, fijamos nuestros ojos no en lo que se ve, sino en lo que no se ve, ya que lo
que se ve es temporal, pero lo invisible es eterno."

Somos derribados, pero no derrotados. La caracteristica suprema de los cristianos no es
nuestra caida, sino nuestro ascenso de nuevo. No es que nunca seamos derrotados, pero en
ultima instancia nunca somos derrotados. A veces podemos perder nuestro "combate de la
vida diaria", pero sabemos que al final, nunca podemos perder la ultima batalla.

Today’s Good News

23" Sunday in Ordinary Time

We begin with the First Reading from the prophet Ezekiel. In today’s reading Ezekiel
got specific directions from God about correcting bad behavior among the Jews. God
made Ezekiel the watchman of the house of Israel. He had to correct the wicked, who
might die if he did not change his ways after Ezekiel warned him. If Ezekiel did not warn
the wicked person and he died, the fault would lie with Ezekiel because he did not do his
job. God is really a tough task master.

We are still reading Paul’s letter to the Romans as our Second Reading. Paul counsels
the Romans not to owe anything to anyone for any reason. The only thing that is owed to
everyone is love. The law (meaning the 10 Commandments) tells us how to live with love
for one another. It all boils down to you shall love one another as yourself. Love fulfills
all the requirements of the law.

Jesus, in today’s Gospel, tells the disciples that they are duty bound to correct bad
behavior among the faithful. First, take the man aside and correct him privately. If that
doesn’t work, take 2 or 3 others who know of the behavior and together attempt to correct
the man. If that does not work, the sinner is to be confronted by the entire church. The
last resort is the sinner is to be expelled from the community. Wherever 2 or 3 are
gathered together in the name of Jesus, he is there among them.

The idea or thread today is the power of the community of faith. Ezekiel had authority
from God to correct sinners. Paul said to live our lives in love with one another. Jesus
said the sinner is to be corrected by the faithful in his name because he is present among
them. So we should correct the sinner with sincerity but also with love. How many of us
do that today? Today’s Good News is that reminder that we live in love but also with
authority to correct with love. Jesus, who is always with us, is the power behind the
community of the faithful.
