Our maximum capacity is 80 people, you may have
to be turned away and asked to come to Mass on a
different day/time. Please do not be offended, we
are doing the best we can.

The door at the east side of the church will be
locked, please use the west or south door of the
church.

Ushers, wearing masks and gloves, will open the
outside door for you.

All hymnals, Mass Response cards, guest enve-
lopes, pencils, have been removed from the pews.

Please wear a mask or face covering.

There will be a collection basket near the doorway
of each church entrance. You may place your do-
nation in the basket before, or after, Mass.

Please bring your own hand sanitizer - hands
should be sanitized before and after receiving com-
munion.
