Greetings St. Alfred Family! | hope all is well with you and your families.
As this year comes to a close and we begin another year, | wanted to share
a reflection from a book called, “The Imitation of Christ” by Thomas A.
Kempis. | came across this book when | was praying at an Adoration Chap-
el and would often find myself skipping around to the various brief reflec-
tions. Recently, | decided it would be best to begin from the beginning and
work my way to the end. The reflection | would like to share today is about
prudence. According to the catechism, “prudence is the virtue that dispos-
es practical reason to discern our true good in every circumstance and to
choose the right means of achieving it” (CCC 1806). In other words, pru-
dence is a gift from God which allows us to figure out and act toward the
good which we should do in a certain situation. The good we are striving
for is something which follows God's commandments and teachings. The
book states, “it is not good to be taken in by every word or impulse that
comes our way, but consider the thing prudently and thoughtfully in order
not to offend God "(21). What this means is we shouldn’t express ALL our
thoughts or act on EVERY impulse when they come to us. Before saying or
doing something think this; is what | am about to say or do going to offend
God or the dignity of my neighbor? Now this is not to say we aren’t called
to proclaim the Truth of the Gospel to everyone, including those who don’t
want to hear it, but rather to pray to the Holy Spirit so we can say and do
that which is the most charitable and faithful to the Church’s teaching.
Furthermore, it goes on to say, “because we are frail we are always ready
to believe the worst of people...it is wise, therefore, to act slowly, not to
trust entirely our own opinions, or to accept every tale and quickly pass it
along to the next one” (21). | know for me many times it can be very easy
to hear something about a certain person or a certain scenario and pass it
along to the next person without any hesitation of what I am telling them
could be false. Or likewise, we can think negatively of a certain person be-
cause of a few encounters we have had with them when they could be
completely different. One must get to know the person instead of immedi-
ately making certain suppositions or forming opinions about them. God
bless.

A medida que este ano llega a su fin y comenzamos otro afio, queria
compartir una reflexion de un libro llamado, "La Imitacion de Cristo" de Tho-
mas A. Kempis. Me encontré con este libro cuando estaba orando en una Ca-
pilla de Adoracion y a menudo me encontraba leyendo varias reflexiones por
todas partes del libro. Recientemente, decidi que seria mejor comenzar desde
el principio y leer hasta el final. La reflexion que quisiera compartir hoy es so-
bre la prudencia. Segun el catecismo, “la prudencia es la virtud que dispone la
razon practica para discernir nuestro verdadero bien en cada circunstanciay
elegir los medios adecuados para lograrlo” (CCC 1806). En otras palabras, la
prudencia es un don de Dios que nos permite descubrir y actuar hacia el bien
que debemos hacer en una determinada situacion. El bien por el que nos es-
forzamos es algo que sigue los mandamientos y las ensefanzas de Dios. El
libro dice: "No es bueno dejarse enganar por cada palabra o impulso que se
nos presente, sino considerarlo con prudencia y atencion para no ofender a
Dios " (21). Lo que esto significa es que no debemos expresar TODOS nues-
tros pensamientos o actuar en CADA impulso cuando nos llegan. Antes de
decir o hacer algo, piensa en esto; ;Lo que voy a decir o hacer va a ofender a
Dios o la dignidad de mi préjimo? Ahora bien, esto no quiere decir que no es-
tamos llamados a proclamar la Verdad del Evangelio a todos, incluidos aque-
llos que no quieren escucharlo, sino a orar al Espiritu Santo para que podamos
deciry hacer lo que es caritativo y fiel a la doctrina de la Iglesia. Ademas, con-
tinva diciendo “porque somos fragiles, siempre estamos dispuestos a creer lo
peor de la gente ... es prudente, por lo tanto, actuar con lentitud, no confiar
completamente en nuestras propias opiniones, o aceptar cada cuento y trans-
mitirlo rapidamente al siguiente” (21). Sé que para mi muchas veces puede
ser muy facil escuchar algo sobre una persona o un determinado escenario y
pasarlo a la siguiente persona sin ninguna duda de que lo que le estoy dicien-
do podria ser completamente falso. O igualmente, podemos pensar negativa-
mente de alguien basado en algunos encuentros que hemos tenido con ellos
cuando en realidad podrian ser completamente diferentes ya cuando los co-
nozcamos.

In his Apostolic Exhortation, The Joy of the Gospel, Pope Francis references a
thought from Pope Benedict XVI: “Being a Christian is not the result of an ethical
choice or a lofty idea, but the encounter with an event, a person, which gives life a
new horizon and a decisive direction.” Today we celebrate an encounter with the
Person of Jesus Christ! This simple but holy event in time dramatically changes
human life, pointing it toward a new horizon and giving it a decisive direction. This
is a message and truth that is not meant to be shared with only a select few who
qualify but with the entire world. Pope Francis continues saying, “Thanks solely to
this encounter or renewed encounter with God'’s love, which blossoms into an en-
riching friendship, we are liberated from our narrowness and self-absorption. We
become fully human when we become more than human, when we let God bring
us beyond ourselves in order to attain the fullest truth of our being.”

Look around at people. Where is life heading for them? What gives them direc-
tion? Even we who are people of faith can get distracted and lose our focus. God,
in all of His fullness, is revealed in Jesus Christ and we can encounter Him! God is
tangible, real, vulnerable, poor, and full of wonders, surprises, and opportunities.
For those who are struggling and lost, today is a day of great joy. All they have to
dois reach out and touch the truth of Christ. This presence is revealed in the poor,
exploited, and vulnerable ones who cry out for compassion and love. But it is also
found in the faithful ones who see in the Epiphany of God a liberation from struc-
tures and systems that hurt us, a narrowness of mind and heart that constricts us,
and an absorption in our self-agenda that prevents us from seeing anything other
than ourselves as important.

We have been given the charge of preaching this Good News. If only we could find
a way to be more effective, it might stand a chance of doing what God intended it
to do. There is always tomorrow and our memory of that bright new light that
shone so brilliantly that Bethlehem night pointing us to truth and reminding us
that we are loved.

SAINT OF THE WEEK
EXAMPLES OF OUR FAITH

St. Elizabeth Ann Seton
January 4

The patron saint of Catholic
schools, St. Elizabeth Ann Se-
ton (August 28, 1774 — January
4, 1821) was born in New York
City to a prominent family of
the Episcopal faith. When she
turned 19, she married a
wealthy businessman with
whom she had five children. He
later died of tuberculosis in
1803, leaving her a young wid-
ow. After discovering the Cath-
olic faith in Italy, where her hus-
band had died, she returned to
New York and converted to Ca-
tholicism in 1805.

After several years struggling as
a single mother, Elizabeth
moved in 1809 to Emmitsburg,
Maryland, where she founded
the Sisters of Charity of St. Jo-
seph, the first community for
religious women established in
the United States. She also be-
gan St. Joseph’s Academy and
Free School, which started a
chain reaction of Catholic-
based education in the United
States that continues today.
St. Elizabeth Ann Seton was
canonized September 14, 1975
in St. Peter’s Square by Pope
Paul VI and was the first citizen
born in the United States to be
given the title of “saint.”
