Merry Christmas and Happy New Year!!! | needed to get that in, because |
gave my space to Lizandro last weekend, but it is fitting because today,
the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, is the close of the Christmas season
in the Novus Ordo calendar, although, if you are more traditional and wish
to for private devotion you can keep celebrating until Candlemas, the
Feast of the Presentation of the Lord on February 2, ending the old 40
days of Christmas time. Regardless, tomorrow we go back to Ordinary
Time in the Church, starting with Monday of the First week in Ordinary
Time and to me that is when it always feels like a new year has begun. As
we enter Ordinary time, we are reminded that living our vocations as Cath-
olic disciples of Christ is a year around obligation, it should be an
“ordinary” part of our lives. With that in mind, if you haven't already made
your New Year’s resolutions, or even if you have, I'd like to suggest a few
more to add: 1) attend Mass every weekend and Holy Day of Obligation 2)
pray 15 minutes every day 3) attend Adoration once a month 4) go to Con-
fession at least once a quarter (every 3 months) 5) call family and loved
ones every day 6) visit family and loved ones at least once a month 7) do at
least one good deed a week for someone outside your household. | believe
that if you incorporate these resolutions, they will make your life better. It
goes back to the Law of Love, that | have spoken about in the past. We
need to love God in return for His Love, the first 4 resolutions cover this
aspect of the Law of Love. But we must remember that we can’t say we
love God if we don‘t love others and the last 3 resolutions are directed at
that part of the Law of Love. The Lord, Himself, told us that if we fulfill the
Law of Love, we fulfill all the other Commandments. No matter how well
we are doing, we can always grow in holiness and that is what these reso-
lutions are intended to help us do. So let us embrace this new year and ask
the Lord to help us grow closer to Him. God bless you, God love you, God
keep you.

ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

“We are called to live our baptism every day, as new crea-
tures, clothed in Christ.”
~Pope Francis

What reference point do you use when making deci-
sions? Many times, impulse takes control and decisions
are made based solely on emotion and desire. We all
know that these types of decisions can often get us into
trouble. When a person has a confident sense of who
they are and a real understanding of what is important
and of value, the likelihood of kneejerk impulsive choic-
es diminishes. Baptism gives us what we need to make
well informed and purposeful decisions. By this simple
gesture, God claims us as His own and provides us with
the identity and purpose we need to properly live life.

It is tremendously reassuring, when we truly embrace
this revelation and realize that we no longer have to
wonder about the purpose of our lives or struggle to find
our way. The answer of who we are in God has been giv-
en to us. We no longer have to fumble around, trip over
ourselves or walk aimlessly about. Issues surrounding
the sacredness of life, the meaning of death, the protec-
tion of those most vulnerable, care for the weak and the

e

poor, offering hospitality to those in search of a home,
the purpose and proper place of work, how to create a
just social order, caring for creation, and understanding
our roles as heralds and stewards are just a few of the
wonderful gifts baptism brings. When we make deci-
sions based on things such as these core Gospel truths
we really act as Christ himself, revealing to others the
new creations that we are. This is how we live our bap-
tism.

It is difficult to walk against the tide. Yet, that is precise-
ly what baptism calls us to do. Although we are sinners,
in need of mercy and far from perfection we are called
to order our life and make decisions based upon the wis-
dom and guidance of Almighty God. He alone is the one
who can claim us as His sons and daughters. Standing
up for our principles will not make us popular. But who
ever said Christianity is a popularity contest? Baptism
calls us to stand up for that which goes against the grain
of secularism. Standing in line with other sinners, we
have our anchor to steady us in the tempests of life and
God is very pleased. Forge ahead. There is nothing to
fear.

Con la celebracién del Bautismo del Sefior se da por
terminado el tiempo de Navidad. El Bautismo de Jesus
es como una nueva epifania, es decir, una nueva mani-
festacion de Dios por medio de Jesus ahora en el Jor-
dan. “El Espiritu Santo bajo sobre él y se manifesto ex-
teriormente en forma de paloma, y del cielo vino una
voz: TU eres mi Hijo, hoy te he dado la vida” (Lucas
3,22). La revelacion del Padre se manifiesta proclaman-
do a Jesus como su Hijo.

El Papa Francisco en una de sus catequesis lo muestra
en tres puntos muy importantes para todos los que he-
mos sido bautizados en Cristo Jesus: “Jesus quiso reci-
bir el bautismo predicado y administrado por Juan el
Bautista en el Jordan. jCuanta humildad tiene Jesus! Y
al hacerlo, manifesto lo que hemos celebrado en Navi-
dad: sumergirse en el rio de la humanidad”. Jesus, va
con todo a lo que refiere la cuestion humana, menos en
el pecado. “El Evangelio subraya que Jesus, apenas sa-
lic del agua vio rasgarse los cielos y el Espiritu que baja-
ba hacia él como una paloma.
