Once again, | need to speak to you about the Eucharist. Today it is about
the infinitely significant difference between “spiritual Communion” and
the Eucharist. | am writing about this today because this last week | was
stopped after daily Mass and asked about this question; well, actually the
person said somebody else made the claim that the two were equal. Noth-
ing could be further from the truth! Jesus is truly present Body, Blood and
Divinity in the Precious Blood and Sacred Host, maintain anything else has
been the cause of heresies in the past. Unfortunately, contrary to Church
teaching, many believe that Jesus is equally present in the Sacred Scrip-
tures or other people or in "Spiritual Communion” as He is in the Eucharist.
“Spiritual Communion” is asking God (we have a specific prayer we use at
Mass) to come be with us, and Jesus is with us, just as He is when we pray
to Him or when two or three of us are gathered in His name. On a few mi-
raculous instances, Jesus makes Himself present in the flesh, as He did
with St. Anthony, but He is always present that way in the Eucharist even
if we cannot see it. | think this is one of the biggest issues Catholic’s have,
to truly understand and believe with our whole heart, mind and soul about
the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. It is core to our belief as Catho-
lics, but it is obvious that many people don't really believe, because if they
did, they could never leave the Church. Jesus is present in the same way
as the person standing in front of you to distribute the Holy Communion is
present, it is not a representation or a remembrance, Jesus is there in all
His glory hidden in a little Host or in the chalice. Anything else would be
like saying the person distributing the Eucharist is the same as having a
carboard cutout or even a wax replica of the person standing there. It may
look like the person in every way, but it isn‘t the person, it's not real. Jesus
is real and truly present in the Eucharist just as He was when he walked the
streets of Galilee; He is “veiled under these species” as St. Thomas Aqui-
nas says in his prayer before Mass. So let us pray asking God to help us be-
lieve in the Real Presence.

Might there be one or two of
these attributes we can work on in order to grow in our love for God and others?

UN MOMENTO DE CORRESPONSABILIDAD

En la sequnda lectura de hoy encontramos unos de los pasajes mas bellos y conocidos de la Biblia: una recitacién de
quince caracteristicas del amor cristiano leidas tipicamente en bodas y celebraciones de aniversario.

en los que podamos trabajar para crecer en nuestro amor por Dios y por los demas?

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St. Oscar Romero (1917-1980) was a “Salvadoran Roman Catholic arch-
bishop who was a vocal critic of the violent activities of government
armed forces, right-wing groups, and leftist guerrillas involved in El Sal-
vador’s civil conflict (Encyclopedia Britannica).” As a voice of the voice-
less, he was an outspoken champion of the poor who were the ones
most affected by the civil unrest and violence. His advocacy provoked
several attempts on his life. Nonetheless, St. Oscar Romero was con-
vinced that before all else his faith in the resurrected Christ and the val-
ues of the Gospel trumped any earthly concern or worry. He walked
with complete confidence and trust. On March 24, 1980, St. Oscar
Romero was assassinated while celebrating Mass. Such is often the fate
of those who challenge the socio-political agendas of the day.

We may look at the example of witness of St. Oscar Romero as some-
thing extraordinary. In one sense it is. Through the power of God, an
ordinary human being did extraordinary things. But, in and of himself,
St. Oscar Romero was simply a humble, loving servant of God. Oscar
knew not only the power of love but the risk that comes when loving
unconditionally. The beauty of God’s message was able to shine in and
through him because he was able to step out of the way and be a ves-
sel. One can assume that for St. Oscar Romero, one’s earthly life has no
merit when faith, integrity, conviction, zeal and love are jettisoned.
Fear and apprehension had no grip on this man who not only saw but
spoke the truth.

Do we speak the truth? It makes us feel good to speak of God as love.
But have we ever considered the ramifications of this radical message?
There are assaults on human life occurring daily. More and more the
value and worth of a human being is being reduced and minimalized.
We are becoming widgets in the production of life. In our whole simple
humble ways, we too are called to be prophets. Knowing who you are
and what is within your means to do, how can you make God'’s love re-
al, stand up for what is right, and give witness to the sacredness of all
that is around you? ©LPI
