We have arrived at the powerful season of Advent, a season to prepare with awe and
wonder for the Feast of the Incarnation of Jesus — born to us as Savior and Brother. It is a
season to prepare for His return at the end of time.

It is also a moment to remind ourselves that that our individual judgment day is coming,
too, when we will be called to give an account for all that God has given to us during our
lifetimes. In other words, Advent is a steward’s season!

Our readings for the first week of Advent waste no time in calling our urgent attention to these themes of reflection and
preparation. They seem to shout, “Wake up! Get ready!” and offer us some practical advice as we enter into this
season.

The Gospel, from Luke, warns, “Beware that your hearts do not become drowsy from carousing and drunkenness and
the anxieties of daily life.” How easy it is to lose focus on our Lord either by too much indulgence in our lives or by too
much worry about our lives. Both extremes are easy to fall prey to. To avoid these traps this we are told to “be vigilant”
and “pray for strength to sustain us.”

During Advent, we Christian stewards must ask ourselves some hard questions. Am I staying faithful to my prayer life?
Am | using my energy and skills to serve others? Am I overly concerned about material gain? Am I relying my “stuff”
or my investments as my source of comfort or security? Am I living for the moment or for the coming of the Lord?

Get ready Christian stewards! He’s coming! Let us prepare with awe and wonder.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

Tribulation. Wildfires. Tsunamis. Moral corruption.
Disease. War. We tend to associate these things with
the end times, and perhaps for good reason!
In today's Gospel, Jesus says: "People will die
of fright in anticipation of what is coming upon
the world." Not exactly putting us in the Christmas
spirit, is it? During Advent, we anticipate a
celebration of Christ's first coming. There is a quiet
stillness about our waiting, or at least we try to
encourage that in ourselves. Perhaps we have an
Advent devotional or we take time to pray
together as a family around the Advent wreath.

But Jesus did not come only once into history.
During Advent, we remember that he will come
again. You may remember the rapture craze in the
early 2000s, when a series of books and movies
envisioned a future where Jesus was coming soon and
all the true believers had been whisked away.
Everyone else had one more chance to repent before
things really went to hell...literally, in this case!

But is that what Jesus is talking about here? The truth
is, we don't know what Jesus' Second Coming will be
like. The actual return of Christ - though sudden and
perhaps frightening to some - should not frighten us.
Despite all the stories we may have heard about the
apocalypse, the advice of Jesus is not to hang our
heads or cower in fear. "Stand erect and raise your
heads because your redemption is at hand." In a
certain sense, we are already living in the end times.
We already encounter great tribulation. We all find it
easy to get distracted or discouraged in the grind of
daily life. Today's Gospel reminds us that vigilance
for God's presence is needed now.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

Muéstranos Sefior tu misericordia, y danos tu
salvacion.

Hoy damos comienzo al Adviento; son cuatro
semanas  antes de la Navidad. Es un tiempo corto
pero lleno de contenido para prepararnos para la
venida del Salvador. Es un lapso de tiempo de cuidado
y de atencidn a las sefiales de los tiempos que se viven
hoy en dia. Vale la pena preguntarse: ;hacia donde
debo de levantar la cabeza? ;Donde esta la liberacion?
Jestis nos lo dice claramente: "Estén vigilando y
orando en todo momento" (Lucas 21:36). El reto es no
perder el tiempo esperando regalos, que, en muchas
ocasiones, no sirven para nuestra salvacion.
Busquemos el regalo principal que es Jesus hecho
carne entre nosotros. El Papa Francisco nos invita a
levantar la mirada hacia Maria en este tiempo de
Adviento. Ella es la Madre que sabe guiar hacia su
Hijo. Dejémonos llevar por ella siendo activos en la
espera y en atencion vigilante.
