Clothed with Christ�

Have you ever been underdressed to a special occasion? We all know the feeling. It gives 

the impression that we either don’t care about the occasion or we are ignorant of its im-

portance. What about being underdressed to the greatest event, the heavenly marriage 

feast?�

We hear about the feast in the first reading from Isaiah and in the parable from Matthew. 

“On this mountain the Lord of hosts will provide for all peoples a feast of rich food and 

choice wines” (Is 25:6). This mountain refers to the Church, the fulfillment of Israel. The 

Church is the visible manifestation of the kingdom of God on earth and a foretaste of the 

eternal banquet in heaven. Through the ministry of the Church we experience here in this 

life the rich food and choice wine of heaven. Recognize here the Eucharistic imagery; in the 

Mass we participate in the heavenly feast. �

In the parable from Matthew, the image of the wedding banquet is developed further. The 

invitation to the feast is for everyone, which is a repeated theme in Matthew, for example, 

the parable of the sower who sows seed not only on the fertile ground, but also on the path, 

among the stones and in the weeds. Our God is a generous, even a prodigal God.�

The parable takes an interesting turn with the wedding garment. We read that all kinds of 

people were invited, bad and good alike. There was no measure of merit in the invitation. 

Subsequently, it appears that everyone who showed up to the king’s feast was allowed in-

side the building. There was no bouncer checking the guest list at the door, nor an inspec-

tion of the guests’ fittingness to enter. Only the king could judge the guests and he judged 

them worthy or not by their wedding garment.�

According to Scripture scholars, it doesn’t appear there were particular “wedding garments” 

that people wore for weddings in New Testament times. The wedding garment simply refers 

to putting on one’s “Sunday best.” Meaning that if this man wasn’t wearing a wedding gar-

ment, he simply kept his work clothes on. He didn’t put the effort to prepare himself to cele-

brate the feast worthily. Maybe he took for granted that he had been invited at the last mi-

nute. Perhaps he said, “the king will take anybody so I don’t need to change clothes.”�

Regarding the meaning of the parable, we could surmise that the king hosting the banquet 

is God the Father and Christ is the son whose wedding we celebrate. Indeed, one of the 

common images of heaven is the wedding feast of the Lamb, with us, the Church, as His 

bride. But what might the wedding garment represent? Typically, it has been interpreted as 

repentance and good deeds, sometimes referred to as merits. �

In the life of faith, everything is a gift from God. Thus, we must not think of merits as some-

thing we earn by our strength or holiness. In this sense, not only is the invitation to the 

feast an unmerited gift, but even the wedding garment is. We can do nothing on our own. 

We did not earn an invitation to the feast. Yet ironically, it’s God’s prodigal generosity that 

can actually become a temptation for us! How easy might it be to say, “God invites everyone 

to the feast, I don’t need to bother putting the wedding garment on.” We can focus so much 

on God’s kindness that we don’t attend to our own fittingness to celebrate the feast. The 

truth is that our whole earthly life is a preparation to celebrate the heavenly banquet worthi-

ly. Our life of faith is a matter of receiving the wedding garment in baptism and keeping it 

clean throughout our lives through repentance and good works. In this light, we could think 

of Purgatory as the dry cleaner for our wedding garment.�

Through our life in Christ we are already living in the heavenly marriage feast. At the same 

time, through the trials and temptations of life we are being ever more prepared to celebrate 

the heavenly banquet. We are all like those invited to the feast on the second round. We 

were the strangers, those passing by on the highways. But why would we expect to simply 

walk in off the street and fully enjoy the feast? Do we think that we come in underdressed?�

What we must cling to is to say with St. Thérèse of Lisieux, “In the evening of this life, I 

shall appear before you with empty hands, for I do not ask you, Lord, to count my works. All 

our justice is blemished in your eyes. I wish, then, to be clothed in your own justice and to 

receive from your love the eternal possession of yourself.”�
