Jesus Christ is risen!

That is great news. Today we celebrate the greatest day of the year: the Resurrection of Jesus from the dead. As a boy, I always
viewed Christmas as being the greatest day of the year. It was the day that I received the most presents and our family ate the best
meals. However, while Christmas is a wonderful celebration, which involves gift giving, and joyous meals, the greatest day con-
cerning our faith is the celebration of Easter. It is the greatest day - the day that Jesus rose from the dead after His crucifixion

opened the doors of eternal life to us.

The Apostle Paul wrote that if Jesus Christ has not been resurrected from the dead, then the Christian faith is worthless and futile
(1 Cor. 15:14-17). Therefore, without Easter there is no Christianity. However, Jesus was resurrected from the dead and His resur-
rection proved that He was who He said He was and that He has power over the grave.

Easter is the time when Jesus Christ destroyed our bondage to sin by means of His own death and brought us the promise of new
life, both in Heaven and on Earth. Jesus said that if we follow Him, he will raise us from the dead as well. Jesus had a glorified
body when He was raised from the dead: so much so, that it was difficult for His followers and close friends to recognize Him.

At the Easter Vigil this year, we are baptizing eight people of different ages and backgrounds. As baptism is the beginning of a
new life with Christ, each one will be raised up from their former lives and become children of God. As they come up from the
baptismal waters, they are made new, and if we could see their souls now after their baptisms, we would probably have to shield
our eyes because of the beauty, brightness and glory of their souls. That is what God does for us through baptism; He gives us new

life.

Easter Sunday is the beginning of the Season of Easter. With any big feast in the Church, we continue to celebrate even after the
feast day is over. We will continue to celebrate Easter for the next 50 days when we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost.
