Today we begin the journey of Advent, which will culminate in Christmas. Advent is the time we are

given to welcome the Lord who comes to encounter us, and also to verify our longing for God, to

look forward and prepare ourselves for Christ's return. He will return to us in the celebration of ,
Christmas, when we will remember his historic coming in the humility of the human condition; but he

enters our heart each time we are willing to receive him; and he will come again at the end of time

to “judge the living and the dead”. Therefore, we must always be vigilant and await the Lord with the

hope of encountering him. Today’s liturgy introduces us precisely to this evocative theme of vigi- &

lance and waiting. g ¥ |
In the Gospel (cf. Mk 13 @A 1 ¥
:33-37) Jesus exhorts us to take heed and watch, so as to be ready to welcome him at the moment of his return. He tells
us: “Take heed, watch ... for you do not know when the time will come.... Watch therefore ... lest he come suddenly and
find you asleep” (vv. 33-37).

The person who takes heed is the one who, amid the worldly din, does not let himself be overwhelmed by distraction or
superficiality, but lives in a full and conscious way, with concern first and foremost for others. With this manner we become
aware of the tears and the needs of neighbours and we can also understand their human and spiritual strengths and quali-
ties. The heedful person then also turns toward the world, seeking to counter the indifference and cruelty in it, and taking
delight in its beautiful treasures which also exist and are to be safeguarded. It is a matter of having an understanding gaze
so as to recognize both the misery and poverty of individuals and of society, and to recognize the richness hidden in little
everyday things, precisely there where the Lord has placed us.

The watchful person is the one who accepts the invitation to keep watch, that is, not to let himself be overpowered by the
listlessness of discouragement, by the lack of hope, by disappointment; and at the same time it wards off the allure of the
many vanities with which the world is brimming and for which, now and then, time and personal and familial peace is sacri-
ficed. It is the painful experience of the people of Israel, recounted by the Prophet Isaiah: God seemed to have let his peo-
ple err from his ways (cf. 63:17), but this was a result of the unfaithfulness of the people themselves (cf. 64:4b). We too
often find ourselves in this situation of unfaithfulness to the call of the Lord: He shows us the good path, the way of faith,
the way of love, but we seek our happiness elsewhere.

Being attentive and watchful are prerequisites so as not to continue to “err from the Lord’s ways”, lost in our sins and in our
unfaithfulness; being attentive and being watchful are the conditions that allow God to permeate our existence, in order to
restore meaning and value to it with his presence full of goodness and tenderness. May Mary Most Holy, role model for
awaiting God and icon of watchfulness, lead us to her son Jesus, rekindling our love for him.

Por eso debemos estar siempre alerta y esperar al Sefior
con la esperanza de encontrarlo. La liturgia de hoy nos habla precisamente del sugestivo tema de la vigilia y de la espera.
En el Evangelio (Marcos 13, 33-37) Jesus nos exhorta a estar atentos y a vigilar para estar listos para recibirlo en el mo-
mento del regreso. Nos dice: «Estad atentos y vigilad, porque ignorais cuando sera el momento [...] No sea que llegue de
improviso y os encuentre dormidos». (vv. 33-36).

La persona que esta atenta es la que, en el ruido del mundo, no se deja llevar por la distraccion o la superficialidad, sino
que vive de modo pleno y consciente, con una preocupacion dirigida en primer lugar a los demas. Con esta actitud nos
damos cuenta de las lagrimas y las necesidades del projimo, y podemos percibir también sus capacidades y sus cualida-
des humanas y espirituales. La persona mira después al mundo, tratando de contrarrestar la indiferencia y la crueldad que
hay en él y alegrandose de los tesoros de belleza que también existen y que deben ser custodiados. Se trata de tener una
mirada de comprension para reconocer tanto las miserias y las pobrezas de los individuos y de la sociedad, como para
reconocer la riqueza escondida en las pequefias cosas de cada dia, precisamente alli donde el Sefior nos ha colocado.

La persona vigilante es la que acoge la invitacion a velar, es decir, a no dejarse abrumar por el suefio del desanimo, la
falta de esperanza, la desilusion; y al mismo tiempo rechaza la llamada de tantas vanidades de las que esta el mundo
lleno y detras de las cuales, a veces, se sacrifican tiempo y serenidad personal y familiar. Es la experiencia dolorosa del
pueblo de Israel, narrada por el profeta Isaias: Dios parecia haber dejado vagar a su pueblo, fuera de sus caminos (cf. 63,
17), pero esto era el resultado de la infidelidad del mismo pueblo (cf. 64, 4b). También nosotros nos encontramos a menu-
do en esta situacion de infidelidad a la llamada del Sefior: El nos muestra el camino bueno, el camino de la fe, el camino
del amor, pero nosotros buscamos la felicidad en otra parte.

Estar atentos y vigilantes son las premisas para no seguir «vagando fuera de los caminos del Sefior», perdidos en nues-
tros pecados y nuestras infidelidades; estar atentos y alerta, son las condiciones para permitir a Dios irrumpir en nuestras
vidas, para restituirle significado y valor con su presencia llena de bondad y de ternura. Que Maria Santisima, modelo de
espera de Dios e icono de vigilancia, nos guie hacia su Hijo Jesus, reavivando nuestro amor por él.
