Pope Francis words�

At the end of his Gospel, St Luke gives a very concise account of 

the event of the Ascension. Jesus led his disciples “out as far as 

Bethany, and lifting up his hands he blessed them. While he blessed 

them, he parted from them, and was carried up into heaven. And 

they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy, and 

were continually in the temple blessing God” (Lk 24:50�53). This is 

what St Luke says.�

I would like to note two elements in the account. First of all, during 

the Ascension Jesus made the priestly gesture of blessing, and the 

disciples certainly expressed their faith with prostration, they knelt 

with bowed heads, this is a first important point: Jesus is the one 

eternal High Priest who with his Passion passed through death and 

the tomb and ascended into heaven. He is with God the Father 

where he intercedes for ever in our favor (cf. Heb 9:24). As St John 

says in his First Letter, he is our Advocate: How beautiful it is to hear 

this! When someone is summoned by the judge or is involved in 

legal proceedings, the first thing he does is to seek a lawyer to de-

fend him. We have One who always defends us, who defends us 

from the snares of devil, who defends us from ourselves and from 

our sins!�

Dear brothers and sisters, we have this Advocate; let us not be 

afraid to turn to him to ask forgiveness, to ask for a blessing, to ask 

for mercy! He always pardons us, he is our Advocate: he always 

defends us! Don’t forget this! The Ascension of Jesus into heaven 

acquaints us with this deeply consoling reality on our journey : in 

Christ, true God and true man, our humanity was taken to God. 

Christ opened the path to us. He is like a roped guide climbing a 

mountain who, on reaching the summit, pulls us up to him and leads 

us to God. If we entrust our life to him, if we let ourselves be guided 

by him, we are certain to be in safe hands, in the hands of our Sav-

ior, of our Advocate.�

El Papa Francisco nos habla�

Al final de su Evangelio, San Lucas da un relato muy conciso del 

evento de la Ascensión. Jesús llevó a sus discípulos “hasta Betania, 

y alzando las manos los bendijo. Mientras los bendecía, se separó 

de ellos y fue llevado al cielo. Y ellos lo adoraron, y volvieron a Jeru-

salén con gran alegría, y estaban continuamente en el templo bendi-

ciendo a Dios” (Lc 24, 50�53). Esto es lo que dice San Lucas.�

Quisiera señalar dos elementos en el relato. En primer lugar, durante 

la Ascensión Jesús hizo el gesto sacerdotal de bendecir, y los discí-

pulos ciertamente expresaron su fe con postración, se arrodillaron 

con la cabeza inclinada, este es un primer punto importante: Jesús 

es el único Sumo Sacerdote eterno que con su Pasión pasó atrave-

só la muerte y el sepulcro y ascendió al cielo. Él está con Dios Padre, 

donde intercede por siempre en nuestro favor (cf. Heb 9, 24). Como 

dice San Juan en su Primera Carta, él es nuestro Abogado: ¡Qué 

hermoso es oír esto! Cuando alguien es citado por el juez o está 

envuelto en un proceso judicial, lo primero que hace es buscar un 

abogado que lo defienda. ¡Tenemos a Uno que siempre nos defien-

de, que nos defiende de las asechanzas del diablo, que nos defiende 

de nosotros mismos y de nuestros pecados!�

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, tenemos este Abogado; ¡no tenga-

mos miedo de dirigirnos a él para pedirle perdón, para pedirle una 

bendición, para pedirle misericordia! Él siempre nos perdona, es 

nuestro Abogado: ¡siempre nos defiende! ¡No olvides esto! La As-

censión de Jesús al cielo nos hace conocer esta realidad profunda-

mente consoladora en nuestro camino: en Cristo, verdadero Dios y 

verdadero hombre, nuestra humanidad fue llevada a Dios. Cristo nos 

abrió el camino. Es como un guía con cuerdas que sube una monta-

ña que, al llegar a la cima, nos tira hacia él y nos lleva a Dios. Si le 

encomendamos nuestra vida, si nos dejamos guiar por él, estamos 

seguros de estar en buenas manos, en las manos de nuestro Salva-

dor, de nuestro Abogado.�
