"This mystery is great": the official image of the
X World Meeting of Families

10th
World Meeting of Families,
which will take place in Rome
from June 22-26, 2022, was painted by Father Marko lvan
Rupnik - artist, theologian and director of the Aletti Center.

The painting, realized using
predominantly warm colors, measures,
80cmx80cm and was painted using vi-
nyl paint on plaster mounted on wood.
The title of the work is: "This mystery is
great".

The background of the image is the
episode of the Wedding at Cana in Gali-
lee. On the left, the bride and groom
appear covered by a veil. The servant
pouring the wine has the face with the
features of St. Paul, according to the
ancient Christian iconography. It is he
who removes the veil with his hand
and, referring to the wedding, exclaims:
«This is a great mystery, but | speak in
reference to Christ and the church!

» (Eph 5:32).

The image thus reveals how the sacramental love between
man and woman is a reflection of the indissoluble love and
unity between Christ and the Church: Jesus sheds His blood
for her. «At Cana» explains Father Rupnik, «in transforming
water into wine, the horizons of the sacrament are
revealed, that is, of the passage from wine to the blood of
Christ». «Paul is in fact pouring out the same blood that the
Bride collects in the chalice».

Father Rupnik goes underlining «I hope that through this
small image we can understand that for us Christians, the
family is the expression of the Sacrament» of marriage and
«this totally changes its meaning, because a sacrament
always implies transformation». In fact, in Christian
marriages the love of the spouses is transformed, because
it is made to share in the love that Christ has for the
Church. In this sense, marriage has an ecclesial dimension
and is inseparable from the Church.

El fondo de la imagen es el episodio de
las bodas de Cana de Galilea. A la
izquierda, los esposos aparecen cubiertos
por un velo. El sirviente que sirve el vino
tiene el rostro con los rasgos de San
Pablo, segun la antigua iconografia cristi-
ana. Es él quien descorre el velo con su
mano y, refiriéndose al

matrimonio, exclama: “jEste es un gran
misterio; y yo digo que se refiere a Cristo
y a laIglesial” (Ef 5,32).

La imagen revela asi, cémo el amor sacramental entre el
hombre y la mujer es un reflejo del amor indisoluble y la
unidad entre Cristo y la Iglesia: Jesus derrama su sangre por
ella. «En Cana», explica el Padre Rupnik, «en la
transformacidn del agua en vino se abren los horizontes del
sacramento, es decir, del paso del vino a la sangre de
Cristo». «Pablo estd derramando, de hecho, la misma
sangre que la Esposa recoge en el céliz».

«Espero», subraya el Padre Rupnik, «que a través de esta
pequeiia imagen podamos entender que, para nosotros, los
cristianos, la familia es la expresion del Sacramento» del
matrimonio y «esto cambia totalmente su significado,
porque un sacramento siempre implica transformacién». En
el matrimonio cristiano, en efecto, el amor de los esposos se
transforma, porque se hace participe del amor que Cristo
tiene por la Iglesia. En este sentido, el matrimonio tiene una
dimensidn eclesial y es inseparable de la Iglesia.
