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PARISH MEMBERSHIP 
 Active members of our parish are identified by 
their generosity of time, talent and treasure. Their 
stewardship is determined by: 
 
1.)  Being properly registered and active for at 

least three months; 
2.)  Faithful participation at weekly liturgies; 
3.)  Regular and identifiable support of the parish; 
 
 These criteria are used to verify parishioner   
status for: sponsor certificates; enrollment in    
parochial schools; participation in sacramental, 
educational, pastoral and social ministries,         
activities and enrichment programs; and use of 
facilities and services. No activity shown for three 
months will move a person to inactive status. 
 
 The USCCB specifies that all adult members who 
have contact with youth or vulnerable adults in 
any parish-related activity are required to be 
screened by Child Protective Services. Please call 
the office for details.

                           BAPTISMS 
God bless you on your decision to prepare your 
child for the Sacrament of Baptism here at St.     
Benedict. Parents should be registered and an     
active part of the community for at least 6 
months. In order for your child’s baptism to take 
place, one or both parents must attend an          
approved baptismal preparation class (here or at 
another parish). Forms indicating the eligibility of 
Godparents (16+yrs of age, baptized and           
confirmed Catholic in good standing) must be     
received prior to setting the date for the baptism. 
Assistance in finding a suitable Godparent can be 
arranged upon request. 

SACRAMENTAL POLICY 
We have a two year preparation            
requirement for the reception of           
Sacraments. For First Reconciliation and 
First Eucharist, a child must attend 1st & 
2nd grade. First Reconciliation and First 
Communion are celebrated in 2nd grade.  
For Confirmation, a potential candidate 
must attend 6th, 7th and 8th grades.  
Confirmation is celebrated in the Fall of 
9th grade according to the Bishop’s 
schedule. Consistent attendance in all 
grades is expected for every student. 

HOSPITALIZED/HOMEBOUND 
Call the Parish Office to arrange for 
prayer, visitation and Holy Communion. 
Please request the Sacrament of the 
Sick and anointing prior to entering the 
hospital. Do not wait until a loved one 
is critical to inform the staff! A priest is 
not always available to respond to 
emergency situations.
