On September 15, we celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of Sorrows every year in our liturgical calendar. On this
special feast, we honor Mary, who stood at the foot of the Cross and bore her sorrows with deep faith. Let us ask her
intercession to remain faithful to Jesus, even in times of suffering and trial. Although it is an important Marian feast,
the Paschal mystery celebrated on Sunday takes its precedence over this feast.

We are blessed to recognize and thank our catechists for their dedicated service to our faith community. Sharing the
faith is the responsibility of every baptized Christian, and we extend our sincere gratitude to all catechists for their
time, talents, and effort in passing on the faith to the children in our faith formation program. May God bless them
abundantly and we continue to extend our support through our prayers in gratitude for their faith in action.

Feast of St. Matthew, Apostle and Evangelist is celebrated on September 21. St. Matthew, the former tax collector
turned disciple of Christ, reminds us that no matter our past, God’s call can transform our lives. Let us celebrate his life
and teachings, which continue to guide us through the Gospel.
