I’ve learned from our parish statistics that we have a beautiful diversity of ethnic groups in our church. While 45%  
didn’t mention their ethnicity, we know that 33% of our members are Caucasian, and 15% are Hispanic. We have a 
significant number of Filipino families attending Mass here in this parish.  Recently, I discovered a significant number 
of Vietnamese parishioners attending Mass here at St. Anthony’s, with over 45 attending the morning Mass last  
Sunday. Many of them speak limited English, but still find great joy in attending Mass. Mr. John, in his 90s, shared 
how attending daily Mass brings him immense happiness, even though he may not fully understand why. 
 

I’ve also received wonderful feedback from others who feel a strong spiritual bond in our parish. One parishioner, not 
originally from this town, expressed how she experiences God’s grace in a special way here. This is a testament to your 
faith and the way you witness through your worship. You all deserve credit for making this church such a welcoming 
and spiritually enriching place. 
 

As Pope Francis wrote in Evangelii Gaudium, “The Parish is the presence of the Church in a given territory... for  
hearing God’s word, for growth in Christian life, for dialogue, proclamation, charitable outreach, worship, and  
celebration” (#28). He also reminded us of the importance of supporting those who lack the strength and joy that 
comes from friendship with Christ (#49). 
 

It is my deep desire to support the worship needs of all ethnic groups in our parish. 
 

With Fr. Sylvere Baloza, we’ve introduced a Thursday evening Spanish Mass, which has been well attended. I thank 
the Hispanic ministry leaders for their efforts. Seeing the growing Vietnamese community, I hope to occasionally  
celebrate sacraments in Vietnamese, with the support of Fr. David Phan. We’ve planned a gathering for the  
Vietnamese community on September 29, 2024, with food and fun. All are welcome to join us as we get to know one 
another and celebrate our diversity. 
 

Jesus, in today’s Gospel, gives us a glimpse of the path proposed by the first and second readings—namely, lovingly 
embracing and serving the vulnerable in our midst: the defenseless children, the despairing poor, the terrified, the  
mentally ill, the marginalized, the disabled, the refugees of war. True greatness lies in our ability to see and respond to 
the needs of others and it presupposes compassion and sympathy. The Christian 
vocation is an apostolate of bearing witness to Christ through loving service.   
Jesus also teaches his apostles that child-like humility and loving, selfless service 
makes one great in the eyes of God.

visión en algunas iglesias cristianas 
sobre cuestiones morales, especial-
mente el aborto, la ordenación y los 
cuidados al final de la vida. Si todos 
los cristianos siguen el Evangelio de 
Jesús, ¿por qué hay tanta diferencia 
de opinión? 
Respuesta: Siempre hay una lucha entre la cultura y la 
religión, y parte de esa lucha es política. Ser política-
mente correcto significa que debes abrazar la virtud 
secular del momento para ser "iluminado", "sensible", 
"consciente" y, lo más importante, "de mente abierta".
