As we gather for worship this 30th Sunday of the year, we are reminded that the Synod on Synodality, 
now in its final session in Rome (October 2-27, 2024), continues to inspire the global Church. Pope 
Francis has called us to embrace a Church that is more inclusive, mission-oriented, and participatory. 
This is not about promoting personal agendas, but about listening deeply to the Holy Spirit as we  
discern how to cooperate more fully with each other as laypeople and clergy. Key discussions in the 
synod include how we can decentralize certain aspects of Church governance, increase lay involvement, and explore new roles for 
women in the Church. This mirrors the vision of our own parish community, as we strive to be a place where all are welcome to 
hear God’s Word, grow in faith, and actively share the Good News with others. 
 

The Gospel this week tells the story of Bartimaeus, the blind man whose sight Jesus restored. But more than just giving him  
physical sight, Jesus restored Bartimaeus' dignity, showing him that he was worthy of love and inclusion. In a way, this parallels 
our own call as a Church—to open our eyes, not only to our personal needs, but also to the needs of those who feel sidelined or 
overlooked in our communities. Just as Bartimaeus refused to be silenced when others tried to discourage him, we too must  
persevere in faith, trusting that Jesus is passing by, ready to heal and transform us into active participants in His mission. Let us not 
be passive bystanders in our faith journey but take the first step toward bringing new life and energy into our Church and the world. 
 

I am deeply grateful for your ongoing commitment to evangelization here at St. Anthony Catholic Church. Your cooperation and 
support in making this parish a more welcoming place to celebrate the presence of God and His love, fills me with pride. As we 
continue to grow and strengthen our community, I’m excited to announce the possible establishment of a Facility Advisory Board 
to guide our future developments. 
 

Our first meeting took place on September 5, 2024, with a wonderful turnout of parishioners eager to engage in open discussion. A 
key outcome of this meeting was the recommendation to conduct a parish-wide survey. On September 30, we held a follow-up 
meeting with volunteers, during which we reviewed the survey model. By October 21, the survey draft was finalized, and I’m  
happy to share that it will be available for the parish in early December in digital form and in print.  
 

Now, we need your cooperation to make this initiative a success. The survey will help us understand the priorities of our  
community in terms of maintenance and future developments. Your participation is crucial in shaping the next steps for our 
parish’s growth. Thank you for your dedication. Let us continue to walk together as a community, bearing fruit, and rejoicing in the 
Lord’s love and guidance.
