This week marks the beginning of Catholic Schools Week, a time to reflect on our collective A TE FROM
responsibility to prepare the future generation to be strong in faith and well-informed about our Catholic | & == FRTS T == 00s
tradition through the invaluable gift of Catholic education. Let us continue to support our schools as _

they form children in both knowledge and virtue, shaping them to be witnesses of Christ in the world.

In the liturgical year, we are now in Year C, focusing on the Gospel of Luke. Following Vatican II, the Church introduced a
three-year cycle of Gospel readings: Year A for Matthew, Year B for Mark, and Year C for Luke. The Gospel of John is
interwoven during specific liturgical seasons, such as Easter.

Each Gospel writer highlights a distinct aspect of the mystery of Christ:
®  Matthew reveals the Christ of majesty, emphasizing His divine authority and kingship.
®  Mark portrays the Christ of might, demonstrating His power and authority through miraculous acts.

e Luke emphasizes the Christ of mercy, highlighting His compassion for the poor, outcasts, foreigners, and women.
John presents the Christ of mystery, unveiling the eternal Word of God who reveals divine truth and life.

Today, we begin reading from Luke’s Gospel. In his introduction (Luke 1:1-4), Luke addresses Theophilus, explaining that his
account seeks to illuminate the Christian faith, focusing on God's love and mercy rather than punishment. This message is
powerfully encapsulated in today's Gospel reading (Luke 4:18-19), where Jesus announces His mission, often referred to as His
"Manifesto": "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to bring good news to the poor. He has sent me to
proclaim release to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, to proclaim the year of the Lord's
favor."

With these words, Jesus declares a revolution of mercy and love—a call to serve the whole person, body and soul. As Christians,
our mission mirrors His: to bring the Good News to every person, addressing not only spiritual needs but also physical and material
ones.

Let us reflect on how we, inspired by Christ's example, can bring hope, healing, and freedom to those in need, living out the Gospel
in both word and deed.

May this week inspire us to deepen our commitment to forming young minds and hearts, while also renewing our dedication to the
mission of mercy and love that Jesus proclaimed.

“Let a man
examine himself, and so eat of the bread and drink of
the cup” (1 Corinthians 11:28). The practice of
examining one’s conscience before seeking the
Sacrament of Reconciliation thus dates to the very
beginning of the Christian faith and was encouraged
as a regular practice by many saints and founders of
religious orders as a means of growing in virtue.
An examination of conscience, when it relates to the
sacrament, simply means reflecting on one’s actions
(and particularly the intentions behind those actions)
since the penitent’s last absolution, making note of
lapses in judgment that should be confessed. A good
basis for this reflection can be the Ten
Commandments, the Beatitudes and the seven deadly
sins.
