DeSantis recently signed into
law the new Family Empowerment
Scholarship for middle income
families which will allow 18,000
students in the state to move from
public school to a private school like
St. Andrew. Each scholarship will
cover near 90% of the cost of tuition
and fees. To qualify, a student's
annual household income cannot
exceed 300% of the federal poverty
level ($77,250 for a family of four). A
student also qualifies if in foster care
or placed in out of home care. The
student must have attended a Florida
public school during last academic
year or be entering kindergarten this
upcoming year.
