STEWARDSHIP & BEING GIFTED...

In our readings this week Eldad, Medad, and
the man driving out demons were all doing the work
of God. They had been entrusted with a gift and
used it to glorify the Lord. Joshua and John should
have responded in joy and appreciation for
another’s gifts and talents.

We often look at another’s strengths as our
weakness whether it be in parish life, in the
workforce, or even in our own families.

Jesus is calling us to cut out those sinful
thoughts and attitudes from our lives. The next time
we withess someone being a good steward of
God'’s gifts — rejoice!

Today, Sunday, September 26, in addition to
being the 26th Sunday in Ordinary Time is the Feast
Day of Saints Cosmas and Damian. Saints
Cosmas and Damian have always had a special
place here at St. Bernadette. The reason for that
is simple enough: our beloved Rev. Monsignor
Cosmo Saporito’s first name is a derivative of
Saint Cosmas. He often spoke of that, and
Father Ulto keeps it in the front of our minds in
various ways.

The saints have always offered us wonderful
examples of stewardship, and these two in particular
do so. They were twin brothers who were born in
what we call Arabia. They developed skills as
doctors and practiced in the port city of Aegeae in
the 200’s, at that time in the Roman province of
Syria. What made them unique was that they did not
charge anyone to treat them. Their skills were
legendary at that time, and they are credited with
developing new and more effective ways of
treatment of many diseases and ailments. However,
what made them even more significant to us is that
their motivation for healing and for doing it at no cost
was that they were avowed Christians at a time
when that was not acceptable.

They were martyred in 287 AD by the Emperor
Diocletian when they refused to renounce their
faith. Soon they were venerated universally.

Even today their Feast Day is a tradition in
Brazil, where children are presented with bags of
candies with their likeness on them on this Feast
Day. There is a large festival in Utica, New York the
weekend closest to their Feast Day, attended by
thousands, and at which there are processions,
music, outdoor Masses, and, of course lots of Italian
food (naturally because they were born and lived in
the Middle East—well, it was part of the Roman
Empire). Let us say a special prayer for and through
Monsignor Saporito. Q
