ABOUT NATIVITY’S 
HISTORY:
One year ago, on the 
First Sunday of Advent, 
Nativity parish 
welcomed its 
16th pastor, 
Father David 
Scotchie, who 
has led us 
through this 
most difficult 
year carefully 
and calmly, 
with skill and grace.  It 
can’t have been easy.  But 
this is not the first time 
in our history that God’s 
providence has been 
manifested by sending 
us precisely the kind of 
pastoral leadership needed 
at the time.  In fact, it is a 
consistent pattern. This 
was particularly obvious 
when Father William Neidert 
became pastor of the 
struggling young parish.  

He was Nativity’s first long-
term pastor, serving from 
1968 to 1976.  That in itself 
was a blessing.!  He appears 
to have had the precise 
combination of experience, 
wisdom, abilities, and 
personality that were 
needed at the time.  It was 
an extremely good fit.  He 
loved the people, and the 
people loved him.  

Besides his pastoral skills, 
he was a skilled carpenter 
and gardener, a hard 
worker.  In those lean times, 
the garden was not just a 
hobby; it provided needed 
food for the table.  

But Father Neidert’s first 

love was the liturgy, and 
he welcomed the chance 
to implement the changes 
called for by Vatican II.  

When he heard 
a little girl refer 
to the altar 
railing as “the 
fence”, he knew 
that the barrier 
separating clergy 
and laity had to 
come down.  That 
proved true on 

many fronts.

The laity were being called 
to serve as Lectors and later, 
Eucharistic Ministers, and to 
develop and use their gifts 
in service to the church.  
Precious Blood pastors 
consistently welcomed 
and encouraged this.  Lay 
Ministry fluorished, and the 
number of Ministries grew.

Our 60 year history teaches 
us that we can trust in God’s 
providence to provide what 
we need!
