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Christ is risen!
H

e is risen indeed! This ancient Paschal greeting is not only a way of Christians to greet one 
another with the joy of the risen Lord, but it also serves as a reminder to us that the resurrec-
tion is not a distant reality but indeed, is alive for us today. St. John Paul II once proclaimed: 
“We do not pretend that life is all beauty. We are aware of darkness and sin, of poverty and 
pain. But we know Jesus has conquered sin and passed through His own pain to the glory

of the Resurrection. And we live in the light of His Paschal 
Mystery - the mystery of His Death and Resurrection. We 
are an Easter People and Alleluia is our song!”

As we lit the Easter candle last night, we prayed: “May 
the light of Christ rising in glory dispel the darkness of our 
hearts and minds.” In other words, may we remember that 
Christ has paid the price and won the ultimate victory, that 
nothing else can ever define us, and nothing else can ever 
have control over us. Our guilt, our shame, labels given to 
us by ourselves and others, addictions, stereotypes, preju-
dices, sickness, abuse, trials, economic strife, mental ill-
ness, loneliness, and anything else that would destroy us, 
has been destroyed by the death of Jesus. And His Resur-
rection promises us a share in His Glory, as we also prayed 
last night:

“The sanctifying power of this night dispels wicked-
ness, washes faults away, restores innocence to the fallen, 
and joy to mourners, drives out hatred, fosters concord, 
and brings down the mighty.”

The Resurrection of Jesus has overcome all odds. It 
is hope for the hopeless. Christ has conquered all, and 
we who are baptized into Him, share in his Glory! This 
sharing is open to all! So, I say again: Christ is risen! He is 
Risen indeed! If you are visiting us this weekend, thank you 
for being our guest.

VATICAN EXHIBIT OF 

SACRED RELICS
An extraordinary exhibit of relics of the Saints 
will be touring the dioceses of Florida for the 
month of May. Father Carlos Martins, a Vat-
ican-appointed expert on relics, will be here 
with a Vatican collection of over 160 relics, 
some as old as 2,000 years.  Among the trea-
sures will be relics of the Apostles, St. Mary 
Magdalene, St. Joseph, St. Maria Goretti, St. 
Therese of Lisieux, St. Francis of Assisi, St. An-
thony of Padua, St. Thomas Aquinas, and St. 
Faustina Kowalska.  There will also be a por-
tion of the Veil of Our Lady and one of the 
largest remaining pieces of the True Cross in 
the world.  Those in attendance will be able to 
examine and venerate each relic.  Through-
out history, many healings have been worked 
in the presence of relics; and thousands have 
occurred through this ministry.  Do not miss 
this opportunity.  You are encouraged to bring 
your articles of devotion (such as rosaries, holy 
cards, etc.) and pictures of ill friends/fam-
ily members, which you will be able to touch 
to the reliquaries as a means of intercession.  
This is a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity.  This 
exhibit will be at Seton on Thursday, May 12.
