Dear Sacred Heart Family, 

 

 In the United States, October is observed as a special month to pray for the unborn and for an 
end to abortion.  For more than 200 years in America, human beings were legally held as slaves – as 
property – without any recourse.  Over time, this practice became for many a simple fact of life, and for 
others, the way things were meant to be.  Thanks be to God, slavery was abandoned and condemned for 
the dreadful crime that it was.  Over the past nearly 50 years, many in our country and the world have 
developed the same complacency and even acceptance of abortion as simply a fact of life.  And                     
tragically, it is a fact that nearly a million children are legally killed in their mothers’ wombs each year, 
in the United States alone.  Since abortion was given constitutional recognition by judicial fiat in 1973, 
around 60 million of our unborn brothers and sisters have been killed.  Just consider how many                  
wonderful mothers, fathers, doctors, lawyers, teachers, priests, sisters, and so many others who would 
have been, if we had simply given them the chance to live.   

 During the month of October, and throughout the year, let us not cease to pray for the unborn, 
truly the least among us.  The annual 40 Days for Life campaign is now going on at the West Ashley 
Planned Parenthood abortion facility.  You are most welcome to join others at any time day or night, 
through October 31, to pray for an end to abortion.

Let us pray for the conversion of 
abortionists and those who in any way profit from this heinous crime.  Let us pray for all expectant 
mothers, and for mothers who have had abortions.
