Effective May 19, for existing indoor Masses (daily, Saturday,
Sunday 8:00 a.m., Sunday 5:00 p.m.)

For the use of masks inside STA property, we will be using the
honor system. If you are fully vaccinated (two weeks after your
final COVID-19 vaccination), you have the option to wear a mask
inside the building.

We are excited for our 2021-2022 Faith Formation year for
our families! Our staff has been working diligently to provide
an array of programs for our families, children, and teens to
grow in their faith and fall deeper in love with God and His

Church.

Last year, because of COVID protocols, we implemented

a new family faith formation program centered around

parents as the “primary educators” of their children in the
faith. Our parishes and schools exist to support parents in
fulfilling this duty, not to replace them. And the beauty of the
family catechesis model is that it supports parents in their
central role in the religious formation of their children with
the support of the whole church: clergy, catechists, and other

families.

This family catechesis program was a new model for us and
one that we adapted as the main pillar of Faith Formation.
However, this year it will include monthly in-person gather-
ings with dynamic speakers with new and exciting content.

Below you will find a brief overview of our 2021-2022 Faith
Formation programs. We hope to add more. You will find
more details on our website including registration informa-
tion which we hope to open the first week of June. Thank you

in advance for your patience and understanding.

Like other parishes around us, we are
adapting the Archdiocesan family program,
Families Forming Disciples (FFD). FFD will
serve as the primary faith formation pro-
gram for children of all ages, but specifically
directed toward families with children 4 to 12
years old. It will be available in English and in
Spanish. Groups of families with children of
similar ages will meet with catechists online
and in person to encounter the Lord togeth-
er and encourage one another.

In addition, we are pleased to bring back the
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd for Fami-

lies. This program has been so popular that space is limited.

This program thrives on parental participation.

STA YDisciple - Open to all youth in 7th-9th grade. This pro-
gram will foster a strong Catholic identity for 7th-9th graders
and provide a Christ-centered community to support their
growth in faith and fellowship to foster their relationship
with Jesus. This two-year program enables our youth to best
understand the sacrament of Confirmation. It will serve as
foundation years for Confirmation preparation. After com-

pletion, teens will transition to STA TEEN Ministry.

STA Teen Ministry - Open to all teens in 9th grade and above.
Our teen ministry will offer relational and spiritual youth
ministry programs for our high schoolers. It will foster an
active faith-based community where teens can engage in
social, spiritual, and service opportunities to deepen their

relationship with Christ and each other.

WHITESVILLE MISSION TRIP

DOT Ministries and the Whitesville Mission
Trip have a long history with St. Thomas

years, we have had hundreds of high school
teens from STA make this trip and have been
able to directly help over 130 families.

For those new to STA as well as families with
high school teens, the Whitesville Mission Trip
is an 8-day trip designed specifically to give
high school teens a week-long experience in
discipleship. Under the chaperoning of adult
leaders, the teens bring the compassion of
Christ to the people they encounter during the
trip as they give of themselves and undertake
all sorts of home repairs and small construc-
tion projects.

GOSPEL MEDITATION

June 6
The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

As our world faces so much turmoil and change, it is now more important
than ever to remember who God is, who we are and where we are going. It
is easy to get distracted and lose focus, especially when we are being pulled
in so many directions. We can not only lose sight of God but one another.
Maintaining our well developed and mature relationships with God and one
another is essential to continuing to live, healthy, happy, and focused lives.
In a message to young people, Pope Benedict XVI said, “the happiness you
are seeking, the happiness you have a right to enjoy has a name and a face:
it is Jesus of Nazareth, hidden in the Eucharist.” What is true for those who
are younger is even truer for those who are older. Regardless of how the
particulars of life change over time, human beings are still hard-wired to
seek the fullness of life and happiness. How we embark on this journey and
what we choose along the way will indicate whether we meet success.

There is so much brokenness and pain in our world. Many people are lost,
feeling lonely, anxious, marginalized, victimized, isolated, oppressed, and
abused. Every time we receive the Body of Christ, we have an opportunity
to become what we eat. The power and presence of Christ in the Eucharist
becomes present in us and effects change in ourselves and in the lives of
those we meet. We are given the grace to become temples of justice and
peace, carrying God's sacred Presence within us wherever we go. Our faith
community is ignited with the fire of God's love and stands out as a beacon
of hope in a world that is lost. This is the only way we can discover peace-
filled resolutions to violence and create innovative solutions to what is fu-
eling its need in the first place. True happiness, for the young and old alike,
becomes an obtainable goal.

St. John Maria Vianney says it so well. “There is nothing so great as the
Eucharist. If God had something more precious, he would have given it

to us.” Only the Eucharist has the ability to connect, sustain, strengthen,
and properly orient us, not only on the road of this life but the road to life
eternal. Knowing this, when life gets challenging, unsettling, and difficult,
we can rely on and cling to this gift we have in the Real Presence of Christ.
This actual encounter with God celebrates God's unconditional love for us
and grounds us to the truth of who we are in a way nothing else is able to
do. Because through the Eucharist we really do become the Body of Christ,
we are also bonded together in a most perfect way to one another as that
Body. Nourished, united, and strengthened by the Eucharist, let us individ-
ually and collectively, bring this wonderful gift to all we meet, especially the
poor with whom we have a special connection.

Amen Corner

Receiving the Eucharist,
Opening Ourselves to Change

When Catholics receive Holy Communion, they participate in
an intimate sharing in the life of God. As Pope Francis said in
an audience, “Although we are the ones who stand in proces-
sion to receive Communion . . ., in reality it is Christ who
comes toward us to assimilate us in him. There is an encounter
with Jesus!”

The entire liturgy prepares the assembly for this moment.
Hearing the Word of God stimulates the desire of believers to
draw closer to God. Praying the Eucharistic Prayer rouses
hearts to offer God thanks and praise for the death that brings
life. The Lord’s Prayer proclaims a hunger for the bread that
nourishes. The Sign of Peace strengthens the bond of unity
before the community approaches the table of reconciliation.

One of the ways this unity is expressed is in song. The
General Instruction of the Roman Missal mandates that the
Communion Song begin while the priest is receiving
Communion and continue until the last person receives. The
song helps believers to see that Communion is a corporate act
of thanksgiving, as the US Bishops expressed in their 2006
statement “Happy Are Those Who Are Called to His Supper.”

The reception of Holy Communion is an act of the
Church as the Body of Christ. While we each personally
receive Holy Communion, it is not a private devotion. Rather,
the reception of Holy Communion is an integral part of our
worship as a community of faith.

The community’s procession is a sign of the pilgrim
Church on earth moving toward the heavenly Jerusalem. The
assembly moves in solidarity not only with one another but
with the countless number of all the baptized, those living and
those who have gone before.

Such a procession requires an awareness of the gift about
to be received. The people move as one body who know they
have been loved and redeemed by God. They approach the table
of the Lord with humility, gratitude, and eager anticipation.

Before receiving the Body and the Blood of Christ, com-
municants make a bow of the head in reverence to Christ. The
minister says, “The Body of Christ” and “The Blood of Christ.”
The Body of Christ is received in the palm of the hand or on
the tongue, a decision that is made by the communicant, not
by the person distributing. The cup is received into the hands
of the communicant, who drinks from it.

After the minister presents the host and the cup, the
“Amen” that is uttered affirms the belief in the Body of Christ.

The Communion procession moves as one body, aware that they are loved
and have been redeemed.

It also affirms a commitment, a yes to God’s invitation to
share in God’s very life. As St. Augustine said:

If you are the body and the members of Christ, then your
mystery lies on the table of the Lord. You receive your
own mystery, and your response to what you are is
“Amen.” Then be a member of the body of Christ so that
your Amen be true! Be what you see there! Receive what
you are!

Receiving the Body and Blood of Christ, as Pope Francis
said in the audience, calls us to conversion:

To nourish oneself of the Eucharist means to allow one-
self to be changed by what we receive. Each time
we receive Communion, we resemble Jesus more; we
transform ourselves more fully into Jesus. As the Bread
and the Wine are converted into the Body and Blood of
the Lord, so too those who receive it with faith are trans-
formed into a living Eucharist.

Once the community has participated in the feast, all
may spend some time in silence or in a song of praise and
thanksgiving. Then the community is sent from the church to
be the Body of Christ, “a living Eucharist” in the world.
