FR. PEDRO’S MESSAGE

Dear community of St. Clement,
May the Peace of the Lord be with you.

| was pondering the question: What is the most appropriate
clothes to wear to church? | always remember what my parents
used to tell us: when we go to church, we must wear our best
clothes and women especially, must cover their bodies very well.
That statement is stuck in my mind.

Today, as | reflect on how Catholic-Christians should dress to go
to Church to Praise and Bless our King and Lord Jesus Christ, |
believe that we must present ourselves with our Sunday best
since God deserves the best of us.

There are people who think that any dress or any form of dress
is appropriate for going to Church. They believe that if their
heart is right with God, the way you dress doesn’t matter. Other
people believe that what we wear to go to church must be
different than what we use to go to other events. Others may
say that we should wear the best that we have, our Sunday best,
to go and participate in the Eucharist.

In my humble opinion of what | see and think, is that today's so-
ciety is leading us to religious liberalism, that it no longer mat-
ters how we dress to go to Church. The question is: What is the
best way to dress to go to Church? Some people would re-
spond: dress in what makes you comfortable, others think that it
shouldn’t matter to anyone how you dress for Church.

Scripture does not tell us to dress casual to go to Church, but it
does forbid us to dress in a way that is disrespectful to the
Church and the presence of God and the community. This is
what 1 Peter 3:3 tells us “Your adornment should not be an exter-
nal one: braiding the hair, wearing gold jewelry, or dressing in
fine clothes, but rather the hidden character of the heart, ex-
pressed in the imperishable beauty of a gentle and calm disposi-
tion, which is precious in the sight of God”.

A clean Spirit and open heart must be the best dress we should
wear to visit Our King of Kings and Lord of Lords. | invite you to
think about your answer to the question: How should one dress
to go to Church to Praise and Bless and most importantly to be
in the presence of the Lord?

Thank you for your attention to this message and for practicing
it in our Christian way of life.

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

Isn’t it a bit weird that Catholics call
the Pope “papa,” father? This Sun-
day provides us with essential
Scriptural background on the papa-
cy, the petrine office. Jesus gives
Peter the “keys to the kingdom of
heaven,” after witnessing to the
special grace Peter has to know Je-
sus’ true identity. Many have point-
ed out that the “keys” refer back to
the figure of Eliakim, King David’s
prime minister. True enough. But
notice this is not mere authority or
power. It’s a family relationship. The
Lord says to Eliakim, “He shall be a
father to the inhabitants of Jerusa-
lem” (Isaiah 22:21). David’s prime
minister was a spiritual father to the
family of Israel. Peter, and his suc-
cessors, will be spiritual fathers in
the family of the Church.

This means we have a serious obli-
gation to not only recognize the
Pope’s authority, but also to love
him with the affection of children
for their papa. We should never
speak about him with disrespect or
rancor. We should listen to him with
trusting hearts, and ignore the slan-
der thrown at him in various media.
When we show the world we are
loving and obedient to our Holy Pa-
pa, perhaps they’ll see more clearly
that the Church is indeed God’s be-
loved family.
