Reflection # 3 for
Our Eucharistic Revival

But what about the people that
A are not recorded (John 21:25)? How
NATIONAL many thousands of people did Jesus en-

counter?

Eucha.rIStchn encounter with Christ is always lov-
Revival

ing, but it may not always feel good. A
true encounter challenges us because
Jesus contradicts those things in our hearts that are not good.
While Jesus is always for us (Romans 8:31), he opposes anything
that might hurt us. When we encounter Jesus, he is an adversary

against the sin in our hearts and the habits and vices that pre-
vent us from being holy.

Two people encountered Jesus in this way. The first was a wom-
an who was gathering water at a well. Jesus called out her disor-
dered attachment to affection and the ways she was looking for
love but settling for counterfeits. The second was a rich man
who had a disordered attachment to money that prevented him
from loving others. The woman encountered Jesus and left
changed, telling everyone about him. The man was disappointed
and left sad. Both encounters were challenging, and both people
left changed.

Many people experienced Jesus, and surely many encountered
him that we do not hear about. But what about you? Have you
had an encounter with Jesus that left you changed?

“Encounter” isn’t necessarily a feel-good experience. The word
comes from two Latin roots—“in” and “contra”—which, taken to-
gether, signify the meeting of adversaries. To encounter some-
one is to face contradiction. When we meet him, we are present-
ed with a choice: let go of what holds us back from holiness and
grasp the hand of the Savior, or remain in sin. Regardless of our
choice, we leave a different person.

One thing is for certain: when we encounter Jesus, we are
changed forever. Even if we choose not to follow Jesus,
something is radically different.

PRAYER:

Jesus, many people have experienced you, but | want to encoun-
ter you. Show me the places in my heart and in my life where

| am far from you, and give me the grace | need to let them go
so | can love you fully and embrace your call in my life. Amen.

CHALLENGE:

Make a commitment and plan to receive the Sacrament of Rec-
onciliation sometime in the next seven days. What if you rear-
ranged your schedule and went today? The Sacrament of Rec-
onciliation requires us to confront our sins and disordered at-
tachments, but it is always an encounter with the mercy of Je-
sus.



Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

Jesus’ parables are much stranger
than most people realize. This week
is an attention-getting example. He
tells the religious leaders a parable
about a completely absurd situa-
tion. Blood-thirsty and insane ten-
ants violently abuse and Kkill the
servants of their landlord. Inexplica-
bly, the owner keeps sending them
more victims of increasing value —
up to and including his own son.
Weird.

Usually, we hear this parable and
assume it’s an allegory: Jesus is the
murdered son, the servants the
prophets, etc. Fair enough. But no-
tice — and here is where the weird-
ness deepens — Jesus seems to dis-
agree with the Pharisees’ interpre-
tation that the landowner should
and will punish the inheritance-
obsessed murderers. So, is Jesus
praising the psychotic and greedy
murderers?! You can imagine the
furrowed brows and deriding laugh-
ter as the scoffing crowd shuffles
away.

If we stay with this tough parable,
perhaps this truth emerges: God
wants us to have an over-the-top
obsession with a totally undeserved
inheritance. Of course, we are for-
bidden to use violence. But the par-
able’s violence gets our attention
because it highlights the crazy
goodness of the landowner. Jesus
reveals that God is not merely in
the business of rewarding the good
and punishing the bad. He is play-
ing a much stranger game — one
marked by a kind of over-the-top
mercy, a breathtaking giving of
what is not deserved. What would
our week look like if we embraced
this kind of desire for God’s king-
dom on earth, even if others think
we’re nuts? This week let's seek
God’s kingdom with a passionate
confidence in God’s desire to give
the good things we don’t deserve.

Pero iqué pasa con las personas que no estan regis-

tradas (Juan 21:25)? iCuantos miles de personas en-
contro Jesus?

Un encuentro con Cristo siempre es amoroso, pero
puede que no siempre se sienta bien. Un verdadero
encuentro nos interpela porque Jesus contradice
aguellas cosas que en nuestro corazén no son buenas.
Si bien Jesus siempre estd por nosotros (Romanos
8:31), se opone a cualquier cosa que pueda hacernos
dano. Cuando nos encontramos con Jesus, él es un
adversario contra el pecado en nuestro corazén y los
habitos y vicios que nos impiden ser santos.

Dos personas encontraron a Jesus de esta manera. La
primera fue una mujer que estaba recogiendo agua de
un pozo. Jesus destaco su apego desordenado al afec-
to y las formas en que buscaba el amor pero se con-
formaba con falsificaciones. El segundo era un hombre
rico que tenia un apego desordenado al dinero que le
impedia amar a los demas. La mujer encontré a Jesus
y se fue cambiada, contandoles a todos sobre él. El
hombre quedd decepcionado y se fue triste. Ambos
encuentros fueron desafiantes y ambas personas salie-
ron cambiadas.

Mucha gente experimentd a Jesus, y seguramente mu-
chos lo encontraron de quien no oimos hablar. éPero
qgué hay de ti? éHas tenido un encuentro con Jesus
gue te dejoé cambiado?

| “encuentro” no es necesariamente una experiencia
para sentirse bien. La palabra proviene de dos raices
latinas, “in” y “contra”, que, en conjunto, significan el
encuentro de adversarios. Encontrar a alguien es en-
frentar la contradiccion. Cuando lo encontramos, se
nos presenta una opcioén: dejar ir lo que nos aleja de la
santidad y tomar la mano del Salvador, o permanecer
en el pecado. Independientemente de nuestra elec-
cion, dejamos a una persona diferente.

Una cosa es segura: cuando encontramos a Jesus, so-
mos transformados para siempre. Incluso si elegimos
no seguir a Jesus, algo es radicalmente diferente.
