A Reflection # 4 for
A\ \/ 4 Our Eucharistic Revival

NATIONAL  — Sometimes our lives can feel like a rollercoaster,
Eucharistic filled with high and low moments. As much as
Revival we strive to enjoy the positive moments, we
know that they come and go, and even if we do

our best to avoid the low moments, we know they are inevitable.

We experience traumatic and dark moments even more acutely.
These moments aren’t simply “low” moments but can leave us
with lasting wounds and scars. It doesn’t matter what stage of
life you are in, your age, or where you live—we all have wounds.
People we love get sick or pass away; we get sick ourselves, and
we suffer psychologically.

Sin is messy. Whenever we sin, there is the potential for a wound
to develop in our lives because these wounds come from sin—
our individual sin, other people’s sin, and original sin. Our sin
hurts other people and hurts our relationship with God, causing
pain in our hearts. At other times, it isn’t our sin that causes a
wound but the sin of others. The tragedy and evil of sin is that it
is never private; other people can and do hurt us through their
sin. But, Jesus is that healer.

He spent a significant amount of time healing those who were
broken and wounded. Jesus healed others to point out his
redemptive mission. His healing was not for back then, but for all
time. Jesus still heals us. Are we humble enough to bring

our wounds to him?

We all need healing, and when we go to Jesus, we can be as-
sured of his desire and power to heal us. As we begin the pro-
cess first, we need to ask for healing in prayer. After that, we
need to identify what kind of healing we need: counseling, reha-
bilitation, or therapy may all be necessary steps we need to take
on our journey of healing. (There are many Catholic agencies
and professionals who can walk this journey with you.) Healing
sometimes requires reconciliation with people we have hurt or
who have hurt us*.

We cannot become missionaries if we are wounded. Hurt people
will end up hurting other people, and our wounds will impact the
way we relate to and serve others. And even more, Jesus doesn’t
want us to be wounded and is with us to confront the broken
parts of our lives. However, he will not act without our consent.
The choice to seek healing and experience it is up to each of us.

PRAYER:

Jesus, you healed many people and still desire to heal us and
make us whole. | offer you my wounds and the places where

| am broken. | know | have caused some of these wounds
through my actions, and you know the wounds that were inflict-
ed upon me because of the sin of others. In your mercy, hear my
prayer and send the Holy Spirit to provide me with courage

so | may seek help from others. Lord Jesus, heal me. Amen.

CHALLENGE:

Spend time today to identify an area that is wounded or broken
and the next steps you need to take to find healing. Then take 15
-30 minutes in prayer, before the Blessed Sacrament if possible,
asking Jesus for healing and the courage to take those next
steps.

*If you need to find healing from past hurts, reach out to your
local parish or diocesan office and ask for a list of Catholic
mental health professionals whom you can connect with.

| confess that | have a soft spot for
the scary things Jesus says because
they are usually ignored. But there’s
gold in them thar hills, if we have
courage to look. This week Jesus
gives us a terrifying warning in his
parable about the king who gives a
marriage feast for his son and
promptly goes berserk when peo-
ple don’t respond. The point: those
who do not properly respond to
God’s generous invitation will face
totally devastating consequences.
The invitees who don’t show up get
their city burned to the ground. The
poor homeless man is tortured for
not wearing the correct clothes.
Scary indeed.

Is Jesus trying to intimidate or bully
us into following him? No, because
that is certainly not how he treats
anyone in the Gospels. A better
view is this: to Jesus, your life mat-
ters. The universe is not an empty
wasteland where anything goes. It
is a theater of love offered and ei-
ther accepted or rejected. How
easy it can be to glide through life

thinking my life doesn’t make a
difference. But it does. It really
does.

This should not only be sobering
but exhilarating. The positive side
of the negative in Jesus’ scary para-
bles is the thrill and joy that he is
inviting us, therefore our lives mat-
ter a great deal. There is a reason to
get up in the morning. God’s gener-
ous love is relentlessly calling us.
True, obstinately saying no through
our indifference is a catastrophe for
us and those around us. But how
wonderful must the consequences
of our ‘yes’ be.

bajos. Por mucho que nos esforcemos por
disfrutar los momentos positivos, sabemos
gue van y vienen, e incluso si hacemos todo lo posible para
evitar los momentos malos, sabemos que son inevitables.

Experimentamos momentos traumaticos y oscuros aun mas
agudamente Estos momentos no son simplemente momen-
tos “deprimidos”, sino que pueden dejarnos heridas y cicatri-
ces duraderas. No importa en qué etapa de la vida te en-
cuentres, tu edad o donde vivas: todos tenemos heridas. Las
personas que amamos se enferman o fallecen; nosotros mis-
mos nos enfermamos vy sufrimos psicoldgicamente.

El pecado es complicado. Siempre que pecamos, existe la
posibilidad de que se desarrolle una herida en nuestra vida
porqgue estas heridas provienen del pecado: nuestro pecado
individual, el pecado de otras personas y el pecado original.
