2t . Controlled Chaos. Deafening silence. Bittersweet.
Eucharistic Oxymorons like these are an amusing part of
Revival speech. They place together words that at first
glance appear to be at odds with one another.
Yet, in context, they often make sense and even bring about
greater clarity when dealing with the nuances of life. The
Church, in her wisdom, gives us two seemingly contradictory
terms to explain the primacy of the Eucharist: source and sum-
mit. “The Eucharist is ‘the source and summit of the Christian
life.” The other sacraments, and indeed all ecclesiastical minis-
tries and works of the apostolate, are bound up with the Eucha-
rist and are oriented toward it” (CCC 1324). Let’s dive a bit deep-
er into what is meant by “source and summit.”

The Eucharist is the source of our Christian life. In the Old Testa-
ment, God gave the Israelites a sweet bread called manna to
sustain them while they journeyed toward the Promised Land. In
the New Testament, Jesus miraculously multiplied bread to tem-
porarily satiate the hunger of thousands. But, before his Passion
and Death, Christ gave his very self by becoming bread to sus-
tain us with his everlasting presence. To use an analogy, just as a
television can only operate properly when plugged into an elec-
trical socket, Christians only function properly when they are
connected to the Living God. God becomes our food, the power
source for the human body. When you have a source of life, you
can be a source of life. The Eucharist is also the summit of our
Christian life. The Eucharist is the pinnacle of our faith. To dwell
with and partake of Christ in the Blessed Sacrament is a fore-
taste of our heavenly worship and our eternal reward. Christ’s
true presence in the Eucharist allows us the opportunity to en-
counter this reality daily.

Sadly, we can forget about the primacy of the Eucharist by mis-
taking it for a symbol or religious ritual. This can make us miss
out on all the transformative graces available to us in the
Blessed Sacrament. If we truly desire revival, we must desire a
renewed encounter with Jesus. Luckily for us, God makes himself
incredibly accessible to those who long for him. A miracle tran-
spires at every liturgy. Through Transubstantiation, God dwells
with us in the form of bread and wine. Though our five senses
cannot detect a change in the substances, the eyes of faith re-
veal that Christ is truly present, Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.
For this reason, the Eucharist is the fount and apex—the source
and summit—of every grace and blessing because the Eucharist
is Jesus. A deep and personal encounter with Jesus is both the
foundation of our faith and the height of it. That may seem like a
contradiction, but it is a consistent truth. Today, let us not miss
the love that awaits us in the Blessed Sacrament.

PRAYER:

Jesus, we thank you for the gift of the Eucharist. Please give us
the grace to believe in your True Presence when our human
senses fail. We desire the eyes of faith because we believe you
are the spring of every good thing. Nothing is better than you.
Allow us to be good and pure vessels, ready to partake and re-
ceive you in the Blessed Sacrament. We believe; help our unbe-
lief. Amen.

CHALLENGE:

Visit Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. If you have access to an
adoration chapel, or even if it's a visit to your church where Je-
sus is present in the Tabernacle, go and make an act of faith. You
could pray, “Jesus, | believe that you are present here with me,
Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. | pray for our Church, that all
may come to believe in your Real Presence here.”



Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

Last Easter season a new convert to
Catholicism at my parish asked me
with a grave tone in her voice: “Why
do we call priests ‘father’ if Jesus
says, ‘Call no man on earth your fa-
ther, for you have one Father, who is
in heaven’?” Thinking myself clever, |
asked, “Do you think it’'s okay to call
someone your ‘teacher’ or ‘mister’ or
‘dad’?” She said, “Yes, | do.” | re-
sponded, “Well, Jesus seems to for-
bid that, too. So, it’s obviously hy-
perbole that he’s wusing.” She
thought for a moment and declared,
“Then | will stop using those words,
too!” And she walked away. Not the
outcome | was seeking.

We shouldn’t be too hasty in dis-
missing this complaint voiced by
many non-Catholics. The expression
“father” for ordained priests is not
honorary for the individual man. The
priest’s fatherhood doesn’t begin or
end in him at all. Rather, the title
“father” indicates that he is a sacra-
mental sign of God’s Fatherhood
revealed in Jesus. | can tell you, as a
very unworthy bearer of that title,
we should give and receive that title
with some trepidation (because of
God’s awesomeness) and with a lit-
tle sense of humor (because of the
lowliness of the men with the title).

The longer I’'m a priest, the more I'm
comfortable with people not using
the title “father” and just calling me
“John.” After all, only God is Father
in the truest sense. At the same
time, Jesus has brought the Father
close to us, very close. We honor
this closeness in some men with the
title “father.” Who are the priests in
your life whom Christ has sent to
you? How wonderful that Christ has
surrounded us with humble signs of
his Father’s love. It’'s good to cele-
brate that love with gratitude for the
priests in our lives.

Reflexidn #5 para nuestra Avivamiento Eucaristico

Caos controlado. Silencio ensordecedor. Agridul-
ce.Oximorones como estos son una parte divertida del
discurso. Juntan palabras que a primera vista parecen
contrarias entre si. Sin embargo, en contexto, a menudo
tienen sentido e incluso aportan mayor claridad al abor-
dar los matices de la vida. La Iglesia, en su sabiduria, nos
da dos términos aparentemente contradictorios para ex-
plicar la primacia de la Eucaristia: fuente y cumbre. “La
Eucaristia es ‘fuente y cumbre de la vida cristiana’. Los
demas sacramentos, y de hecho todos los ministerios
eclesiasticos y obras de apostolado, estdn ligados a la
Eucaristia y hacia ella se orientan” (CIC 1324). Profundi-
cemos un poco mas en lo que se entiende por "fuente y
cumbre”.

La Eucaristia es la fuente de nuestra vida cristiana. En el
Antiguo Testamento, Dios les dio a los israelitas un pan
dulce llamado mana para sustentarlos mientras viajaban
hacia la Tierra Prometida. En el Nuevo Testamento, Jesus
multiplicdé milagrosamente el pan para saciar temporal-
mente el hambre de miles de personas. Pero, antes de su
Pasion y Muerte, Cristo se entregd a si mismo haciéndose
pan para sostenernos con su presencia eterna. Para usar
una analogia, asi como un televisor sélo puede funcionar
correctamente cuando estd enchufado a una toma de
corriente, los cristianos solo funcionan correctamente
cuando estdn conectados al Dios vivo. Dios se convierte
en nuestro alimento, la fuente de energia del cuerpo hu-
mano. Cuando tienes una fuente de vida, puedes ser una
fuente de vida. La Eucaristia es también la cumbre de
nuestra vida cristiana. La Eucaristia es el pindculo de
nuestra fe. Habitar y participar de Cristo en el Santisimo
Sacramento es un anticipo de nuestra adoracion celestial
y nuestra recompensa eterna. La verdadera presencia de
Cristo en la Eucaristia nos brinda la oportunidad de en-
contrarnos con esta realidad diariamente.

Lamentablemente, podemos olvidarnos de la primacia de
la Eucaristia si la confundimos con un simbolo o ritual
religioso. Esto puede hacernos perder todas las gracias
transformadoras disponibles para nosotros en el Santisi-
mo Sacramento. Si realmente deseamos un avivamiento,
debemos desear un encuentro renovado con Jesus. Por
suerte para nosotros, Dios se hace increiblemente accesi-
ble a quienes lo anhelan. En cada liturgia ocurre un mila-
gro. A través de la Transustanciacion, Dios habita con
nosotros en forma de pan y vino. Aunque nuestros cinco
sentidos no pueden detectar un cambio en las sustancias,
los ojos de la fe revelan que Cristo esta verdaderamente
presente, Cuerpo, Sangre, Alma y Divinidad. Por esta ra-
zon, la Eucaristia es fuente y cuspide -fuente y cumbre-
de toda gracia y bendicién porque la Eucaristia es Jesus.
Un encuentro profundo y personal con Jesus es a la vez
el fundamento de nuestra fe y la cumbre de ella. Puede
parecer una contradiccion, pero es una verdad constante.
Hoy, no nos perdamos el amor que nos espera en el San-
tisimo Sacramento.
