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The Lord made manifest his glory before the witnesses
whom He had chosen, and he made his bod%/, similar to
that of all men, shine in such a way that his face became
like the brightness of the sun and his clothes appeared
white as snow.

In that transfiguration it was a question, above
all, of removing from the hearts of the disciples the scan-
dal of the cross, and thus preventing the humiliation of
the voluntary passion from disturbing the faith of those to
whom the excellence of the hidden dignity had been re-
vealed.

But with no less providence the hope of the holy
Church was being founded, since the body of Christ, in its
entirety, could understand what its transformation was to
be, and its members could count on the promise of their
Rarticipation in that honor which shone beforehand in the

ead. Concerning which the Lord Himself had said, speak-
ing of the majesty of His coming: Then shall the righteous
shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father.
Which the apostle Paul himself corroborated, saying: |
hold that the sufferm%s of this present time are not worth
the glory which shall one day be revealed to us; and
again: You have died, and your life is with Christ hidden
in God. When Christ our life shall appear, then shall ye

also appear with him in glory.

ast.

THE ANCIENT ONE

The throne of the Ancient One

(God) is a symbol of power and

dominion. God rules not merely
a single nation but all of heaven

and earth. The description of

pure divinity is aweinspiring, even a little frightening.

BEASTLY NATIONS

In verses 1-8 Daniel dreams of four terrifying beasts that
crawl out of the sea. The sea represents the abyss that God
vanquished when he created the world (Genesis 1). In other
Old Testament passages God conquers monsters and hurls
them into the sea (Isaiah 27:1, Job 26:12f). In Daniel these
monsters represent rulers and nations that oppose God and
his kingdom.

ONE LIKE A SON OF MAN

In contrast to the evil beasts, Daniel has a vision of a hu-
man-like figure who approaches God from heaven (not the
sea). This non-threatening and recognizable figure repre-
sents Israel, the nation through whom God will establish his
kingdom and end the reigns of the beastly nations. Jesus’
use of the title Son of Man evokes this passage.

AND HE WAS TRANSFIGURED BEFORE THEM: his
face became bright as the sun and his clothes became
white as light (Mt 17, 2)

In Christ, true God and true man, the fullness of
the human vocation is revealed: for man to become God,
the Word assumed humanity. The man, who continually
experiences the bitter taste of his limitation and his sin,
does not abandon himself to recrimination or anguish, be-
cause he knows that the power of divinity acts within him.
Humanity was assumed by Christ without separation from
the divine nature and without confusion, and man is not
left alone to attempt, in a thousand often frustrated ways,
an impossible ascent to heaven: there is a tabernacle of
glory, which is the most holy person of Jesus the Lord,
where the human and the divine meet in an embrace that
can never be undone: the Word became flesh, similar to us
in everything, except for sin. He pours divinity into the sick
heart of humanity and, infusing it with the Spirit of the Fa-
ther, makes it capable of becoming God by grace.

NACIONES BESTIALES

En los versiculos 1 al 8, Daniel suefa con cuatro bestias ater-
radoras que salen del mar. El mar representa el abismo que
Dios vencié cuando cre6 el mundo (Génesis 1). En otros
pasajes del Antiguo Testamento, Dios vence a los monstruos
y los arroja al mar (Isaias 27:1, Job 26: 12ss). En Daniel estos
monstruos representan gobernantes y naciones que se opo-
nen a Dios y su reino.

UNO COMO UN HIJO DE HOMBRE

En contraste con las malas bestias, Daniel tiene una vision
de una figura humana que se acerca a Dios desde el cielo (no
desde el mar). Esta figura reconocible y no amenazadora
representa a Israel, la nacion a través de la cual Dios esta-
blecera su reino y pondra fin a los reinados de las naciones
bestiales.

Prudence encomﬁasses not only the par-
ticular éood of a single man, but the common good of the
multitude.
Different species of prudence: prudence itself, ordered to
the particular personal good; economic prudence, ordered
to the common good of the house or family and political
prtédence, ordered to the common good of the city or the
nation.
There are other types: The prudence of the flesh is death
(Rom 8,6), because it puts its ultimate end in the pleasures
of the flesh. And the real one, because it finds the right
ath to achieve the really good end. o
Gh((ej prudence that is accompanied by grace is infused by
od.

PRECEPTS OF THE CHURCH
1. YOU SHALL ATTEND MASS ON SUNDAYS

AND HOLY DAYS OF OBLIGATION

Catholics have the obligation to attend mass eve-
ry Sunday. This commandment of the Church is
closely related to the third commandment of the
Law of God: You shall keep the Feasts holy. Some
festivals established by the diocese are added to
the Sunday mass, which usually refer to the pa-
tron saint of the region or the city. These days
are the "holidays", also known as days of obliga-
tion, in which Catholics are required to attend
mass. For example, in United States the follow-
ing are holy days of obligation:

January 1 - Holy Mary, Mother of God

January 6 - Epiphany of the Lord

March 19 - Saint Joseph, Spouse of the Virgin
August 15 - The Assumption of the Virgin
November 1 - All Saints

December 8 - Immaculate Conception

December 25 - The Nativity of the Lord

In addition to Corpus Christi, Ascension of the
Lord, Pascual Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Fri-
day, and Glory Saturday-Resurrection Sunday).
