Shepherding 
 
In his youth, a Jesuit friend of mine had been an actual shepherd. I 
asked him what that must have been like. I suppose my ulterior 
motive was that three of our readings today have references to 
shepherds. 
                                                                                                                               
But he surprised me. He said he had hated that job and would 
never go near it again. There were so many sheep in a herd that you 
could never know which was which, much less give names to them, 
and that sheep-dogs were the only way you could keep them more 
or less together in a herd. Was my friend a ñbad shepherdò like the 
ones we find in the First Reading? Not at all. He was an 
outstanding shepherd of people, in spite of this youthful 
experience. But in our day the tending of sheep is an industry, not a 
personal act. 
                                                                                                                      
The flocks were small in Jesusô day. A shepherd could indeed name 
each one and the herd knew his voice by heart, just as the family 
dog knows yours. So, in Jesusô day, good shepherds would search 
and search for a lost sheep. Or find one turned absurdly on its back, 
unable to roll over again because of its full fleece. The shepherd 
took his ñcrook,ò which had a big curve on one end, and easily 
maneuver the sheep to its feet. If there was real danger, as for 
instance if wolves were ready to pounce, the shepherd would take 
out his ñstaff,ò a pole-like instrument, and deal with the predators. 
                                                                                                                                 
Bad shepherds, on the other hand, would actually scatter the sheep; 
drive them away without care. The sheep feared and trembled, and 
many went missing. Sometimes workers were hired who were not 
shepherds at all and who simply ran away when a wolf approached 
(Jn 10:12). Godôs anger flamed out against such bad shepherds. 
                                                                                                                              
Of course these sheep and shepherds were symbols representing 
Godôs people and their rulers. 
                                                                                                                        
In the Responsorial Psalm, Jesus was the Good Shepherd. What 
about the Gospel? So many people were coming and going that 
Jesus and his apostles ñhad no opportunity even to eat.ò He advised 
his friends to come away with him to a quiet place to rest. Even 
shepherds must take a break. They used a boat to go to a deserted 
area. But the needy people saw where the boat was headed and they 
went there and formed a ñvast crowdò! What should Jesus do? Start 
ministering again instead of resting? The Gospel says ñhis heart 
was moved with pity for them, for they were like sheep without a 
shepherd,ò so ñhe began to teach them many things.ò 
                                                                                                                                  
Godôs words in the First Reading had come true: ñI myself will 
gather the remnant of my flock and bring them back to their 
meadow.ò 
                                                                                                                                      
The question for you and me is not whether we should go without 
our rest and food and become workaholics for the sake of others. 
It is whether our own hearts are ever moved with pity for the 
scattered and fear-filled sheep of our own time. Can we love them 
as Jesus does? As he loves each of us?

How does God speak to me? Have you ever wondered 
how God may be speaking to you? Perhaps you are waiting to 
hear a loud, booming voice come from the heavens to tell you 
what to do or which way to go.

Kings, we have the account of the Prophet Elijah standing at 
the entrance of a cave, waiting for the Lord to appear. As he 
waits, he encounters a strong, violent wind, a powerful 
earthquake, and a consuming fire, yet God was not revealing 
Himself in any of those powerful examples. Finally, as Elijah 
waited, he heard a soft, quiet whisper. At that, he knelt to the 
ground and prayed. God often speaks to us, not in grand and 
impressive ways, but in the silence. When we can still our 
hearts, thatôs when we begin to hear His voice, calling us into 
relationship and to follow Him. Sometimes that invitation is to 
follow the Lord as one who lovingly serves others in the 
priesthood.

Stewardship Reflections. Todayôs readings remind us of 
how our God is compassionate and passionately loves us. 
ñWoe to the shepherds who mislead and scatter the flock of 
my pasture, says the Lord.ò Our First Reading from the 
prophet Jeremiah addresses false prophets who had misled 
Godôs people away from the Lord. The Lord declares that He 
will restore His people by bringing back those who have gone 
astray and providing for them new shepherds so that they will 
ñno longer fear and tremble.ò This reading portrays Godôs 
infinite care and concern for our lives. We can see that God is 
the one who loved us first. Oftentimes, we are like the people 
who are blind to His goodness and enticed by sin ð 
something we think will make us happy but does not. God is 
the one who constantly pursues us and gives us opportunities 
to say "yes" to Him. He wants to win us back, and ultimately, 
He will make us happy. So, we must ask ourselves, who or 
what is blinding us or leading us away from our ultimate 
happiness? Stop for a moment and name that thing ð money, 
status, a person, career, laziness, addiction, self-image, health, 
etc. ð that could be leading you away from a full and happy 
relationship with God. As Christian disciples, deep down we 
really know that our true happiness is God. So, what are we 
waiting for? Take the leap of faith and allow yourself to 
radically love God in return. As we begin this new week, let us 
name the things in our lives that are robbing us of our 
ultimate happiness, work to let go of them and let us strive to 
make Jesus our true shepherd by seeking Him in our daily 
lives.

This destruction prompted several families of the 
parish to establish a devotion in honor of St. Anne each 
year on July 26th.  Since then the Mass has been 
celebrated asking God through St. Anne to protect us and 
the whole community from storms and disasters.
