FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

What’s in a name? Is a
name relatively insignificant? It
wasn’t for me, when 1 was
shopping to get my first mobile

phone when I was stationed in
‘ Boston years ago. I wanted to go
- with a company and a name I
trusted. A stable company with a
long history and quality reputation. Therefore, I went
with AT&T. The old “Ma-Bell” company from years
ago. At least, so I thought. After I had been with them
about 8 years, I discovered something that truly
shocked me. AT&T phone service, has no connection
to AT&T wireless. The wireless company is a
European company that pays AT&T licensing fees in
order to use their name. I was bamboozled!!! I could
believe it. I’ve been had, I thought. I discovered
something new that day, it was a real eye-opener.

The other day, while saying goodbye to our
school children at the end of the day, I made another
discovery. One of our 1st graders came out of the
building at dismissal with a box in his hand. Being
curious about the art-filled cereal box he was holding, |
asked what this school project was. He told me that it
was a new type of cereal that had some connection to
his name and one that said something about him. The
boy’s name was Elijah. On the back of the box, there
was an explanation of how the young lad got his name.
The description he placed on the back of the cereal box
told a fascinating story. It said that his father was in the
U.S. Marines and while deployed overseas, he would
often read the bible. It went on to say that it brought
him peace and comfort, and it helped him to get
through some very difficult times so far away from
home and his loved ones. He especially found the
passages from the prophet Elijah, stories about Jacob &
Joshua, and from the prophet Jeremiah to be especially
meaningful to him. After the Marine returned home and
his son was born, he wanted to name him... Elijah.

When 1 read that story on the back of Elijah’s cereal
box project, I knew exactly what I was going to write
about in this Sunday’s bulletin. For on Palm Sunday,
we recall the sacrifice of our Savior. Christ’s entry into
Jerusalem. Our Lord’s suffering and death. The Gift
our Heavenly Father gave to us, for the forgiveness of
sins and for the salvation of the world. From that 1st
Easter until the present. The Christian community has
recalled his suffering and resurrection and called him
by the name - that is above every other name...Jesus.
Just saying the name, makes you recall the entire
Salvation History. Names are important. Names carry
tremendous power and meaning. So, what’s is a name?
Everything!!!! Have A Blessed Holy Week!
