 A parable is intended to leave you in doubt as to its 
precise meaning. The challenge for the listener is to hear 
and see the words of Jesus in a new way. Old habits die 
hard. Over time we tend to hear what we want to hear 
and to see what we want to see. Jesus challenges both 
senses when he teaches in parables. We are shocked by 
an aspect of the story we did not expect, and so are sur-
prised into pondering what the intended meaning might 
be both for the original audience and ourselves.  
  
 The parable of the enemy sowing bad seed into the 
field  tells us that the kingdom has begun to grow, but it 
will suffer many trials from the devil and will take a long 
time to come to fruition. 
 

 The word of God is like the good seed that has been 
planted. It must survive along side the weeds. It must 
overcome the evil. People must make a choice for or 
against the Kingdom.
