Do you feel alone? Are you frustrated or angry with each 

other? The next weekend is 10-2-4, 2020. Space is limited.  

Practice makes perfect. Perhaps this axiom applies to forgiveness as 
well. In the Bible, sin is a condition of alienation and separation from 
God—and by extension alienation and separation from one another. Sin 
can be simple, sin can be serious, or sin can be mortal. We have to 
learn how to recognize it and nip it in the bud before it grows. For-
giveness is not an end result but a process. To get good at it we have to 
practice. There is an old saying that harboring unforgiveness or bitter-
ness is like drinking poison and expecting the other person to die.... 
Forgiveness, the kind Jesus is talking about, is good for the soul. It 
frees us to love as we have been loved. It is a defining hallmark of a 
Christian. We are called to be the church made up of people who fol-
low St. Paul’s direction in Ephesians 4:31-32, people who have learned 
how to forgive and love one another from the heart. We can pray for 
forgiveness with one of the Bible’s greatest sinners, King David. His 
prayer that God would forgive him of a multi-tude of sins is found in 
Psalm 51, “Have mercy on me, O God, accord-ing to your steadfast 
love; according to your abundant mercy blot out my transgressions. 
Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity and cleanse me for my sin.”
