 GOSPEL REFLECTION   

In the 1930s, when Jesus appeared to a young Polish nun, Sr. 
Faustina, he required of her the institution of the Divine Mercy 
Feast on the Sunday after Easter. He spoke these words to her: “I 
want to grant a complete pardon to the souls that will go to Con-
fession and receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My mer-
cy.” 
      We living in these dark times especially need God's mer-
cy. Our Christian underpinnings have been eroded to such an 
extent that many do not even know they are sinning when they 
sin.....   
     At the bottom of the picture of Divine Mercy are the words, 
—-”Jesus, I trust in you."  But do WE?.... Do we really trust?...        
Really?..... This is something we moderns do not do well at all. 
In daily life we trust more in ourselves, in other people, in mon-
ey or material things to save the day than we do in God. In to-
day’s Gospel reading, Thomas echoes our own mind set: "Until I 
see.....I will not believe." In his mercy Christ appears, “...Resist 
no longer and be a believer."  It is only then Thomas believes. 
Jesus speaks to all of us today when he says, “Happy are 
those who have not seen and    believe." The Lord asks us to 
trust in his word and in his promises  without ‘seeing’ them.   
       We believe and trust because Christ said so!  He said it and 
so it is so! Can we get this through our head and into our heart? 
God’s unconditional love and his Divine Mercy are waiting for 
us in every tabernacle and confessional in every Catholic Church 
around the world. If Judas had thrown himself on Our Lord’s 
mercy instead of hanging himself, he might have become as 
great a saint as Peter. Peter who abandoned Jesus to his enemies, 
who denied he even knew Jesus. That same Peter who became 
our beloved first Pope.  There is a great   lesson to be learned 
here for anyone with ‘ears to hear’...
