LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

October 18, 2020

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Imagine yourselves in your homes together with your family and friends — people you especially love who are closest to
your hearts. Suddenly you find yourselves trapped inside. The doors are wide open and something evil encroaches upon you.
Maybe it’s the winds of a category 5 hurricane or perhaps you are surrounded by the blazing fire of the forest. It could be a mob of
rioters and looters or a militia that sets out to punish you for your faith, your values, and your principles. You have no way to
defend yourselves. All you have are each other and your faith in God. Until recently such a scenario was unthinkable. Today not
SO.

We must not turn a blind eye to the reality of evil that lurks from darkness into the light. Some say we are on the verge of a
civil war. The war was waged at the beginning of history when man and woman rebelled against their Creator. From the beginning
a Savior was promised who would redeem humanity, but not at the expense of God’s laws which are binding on all people. Jesus
declares this truth at the outset of his journey toward the Mount of Golgotha — the Messianic Hour — the time and place of our
salvation.

We’ve been redeemed, but we are still in the battle. Pope John Paul II spent the 27 years of his papacy warning us of the
final confrontation of the Church and anti-Church, the Gospel and anti-Gospel, the Christ and the anti-Christ. He called us to faith,
virtue, and valor in our fight to preserve the culture of life over the culture of death.

As Vicar of Christ and head of the Church, Pope John Paul II was a strong counter to the forces of evil. He was not a
stranger to political entrapment. In fact, the worse nightmare of the systemic atheistic regime of the Soviet Union became reality
when John Paul II was raised to the Chair of Peter, placing him on the world stage. He hailed from Poland, a satellite state of the
Soviet Union.

In an attempt to eliminate Pope John Paul II, the Soviet KGB employed an operative to assassinate the Pope on May 13,
1981 which happened to be the Feast of Our Lady of Fatima. The Holy Father miraculously survived a bullet to his abdomen that
zigzagged through his body, sparing damage to all major organs. He attributed this to Our Lady’s intervention and when fully
recovered made a pilgrimage to Fatima where he encased the bullet in the crown adorning her image.

The Mother of God appeared to three children in Fatima in 1917 with an urgent warning to the world. She warned us of
dire consequences that would envelop the world under atheistic regimes. She spoke of the persecution of the Church and the loss of
faith on the part of many believers. She later spoke of the final assault which would deeply affect and damage marriage and family.
She said if her call was not heeded there would be the annihilation of nations. In the end she assured us her Immaculate Heart
would triumph and the faith would be preserved. Our Lady asked that we pray the rosary daily for the conversion of sinners and for
peace in the world.

There always has been and always will be a plot to destroy the true things of God. In the gospel today, the Pharisees are
plotting how they might entrap Jesus. They acknowledge His integrity and that He teaches the way of God with no concern for
people’s opinions or status. Jesus does not appease the masses nor does He adhere to political correctness. When asked if it is
lawful to pay the census tax to Caesar or not, Jesus, knowing their malice, calls them hypocrites and tells them to repay to Caesar
what belongs to Caesar and to God what belongs to God.

The toxicity of the current political environment of our nation, leading up to the election is disturbing. As Christians we
pay taxes and obey the laws of the nation, but we will not be deceived or entrapped into compromising our faith for political
expediency. Our allegiance is first and foremost to Almighty God and to Him alone we will give account at the end of all things.
We are Catholics first before we are Democrats, Republicans, or Independents.

Misguided and evil ideologies that are anti-Christian and therefore anti-life must be resisted and opposed. Our call to faith and
virtue requires of us great valor against the mob that seeks to eliminate authentic Christianity to further its utopian worldview,
centered not on God the creator and savior, but rather on ideologies that place man with his sinful inclinations and strange
proclivities at the center of all things. This is the cultural war currently underway. Its most vulnerable victims are the unborn. If we
do not awaken from slumber and return to the faith of our ancestors it will eventually destroy us too.

When I was in Jerusalem years ago, I visited the Holocaust Memorial and an image I saw there remains forever seared into
my heart and mind. It was a photo of a family of eight to ten persons tightly holding and hugging each other — all were naked and
stood on the precipice of a large pit dug by the Nazis. This would become the grave of this family and the grave of many others.
The photo was taken only moments or perhaps seconds before the family fell victim to the firing squad of the Nazis. Words were
inscribed under the photo that gave more context to the family. They were not quivering in fear, weeping, or verbally assaulting
their executioners. They were asking pardon of each other for hurts they may have caused each other in this life.

If we do not uphold the Judeo-Christian principles upon which this great nation was founded, we may find ourselves
someday in a similar situation. Not only to one another should we then seek forgiveness, but most especially to Almighty God who
had granted us the privilege of being in a flawed, but very blessed nation.

CARTA DEL PARROCO
18 de octubre de 2020

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

Imaginense en sus hogares junto con su familia y amigos, personas que aman especialmente y que estan mas cerca de sus
corazones. De repente se encuentran atrapados adentro. Las puertas estan abiertas de par en par y algo maligno los invade. Tal vez sean
los vientos de un huracan de categoria 5 o tal vez estén rodeados por el fuego ardiente del bosque. Podria ser una turba de alborotadores
y saqueadores o una milicia que se propone castigarlos por su fe, sus valores y sus principios. No tienen forma de defenderse. Todo lo
que tienen son los unos a los otros y su fe en Dios. Hasta hace poco tiempo, tal escenario era impensable. Hoy no es asi.

No debemos hacernos de la vista gorda ante la realidad del mal que nos acecha desde la oscuridad hacia la luz. Algunos dicen
que estamos al borde de una guerra civil. La guerra se libr6 al comienzo de la historia cuando el hombre y la mujer se rebelaron contra
su Creador. Desde el principio se prometid un Salvador que redimiria a la humanidad, pero no a expensas de las leyes de Dios, que son
obligatorias para todas las personas. Jesus declara esta verdad al comienzo de su viaje hacia el Monte del Golgota - la Hora Mesianica —
el lugar y la hora de nuestra salvacion.

Hemos sido redimidos, pero todavia estamos en la batalla. El Papa Juan Pablo II paso los 27 afios de su papado advirtiéndonos
del enfrentamiento final de la Iglesia y la anti-Iglesia, el Evangelio y el anti-Evangelio, el Cristo y el anticristo. Nos llam¢ a la fe, la
virtud y el valor en nuestra lucha por preservar la cultura de la vida sobre la cultura de la muerte.

Como Vicario de Cristo y cabeza de la Iglesia, el Papa Juan Pablo II fue un fuerte contraataque a las fuerzas del mal. No era
ajeno a las trampas politicas.

Siempre ha habido y siempre habrd un complot para destruir las cosas verdaderas de Dios. En el evangelio de hoy, los fariseos estan
tramando como podrian atrapar a Jesus. Reconocen Su integridad y que El ensefia el camino de Dios sin preocuparse por las opiniones o
el estatus de las personas. Jeslis no apacigua a las masas ni se adhiere a la correccion politica. Cuando se le pregunta si es licito pagar el
impuesto del censo al César o no, Jests, conociendo su malicia, los 1llama hipdcritas y les dice que le devuelvan al César lo que es del
César y a Dios lo que es de Dios.

La toxicidad del entorno politico actual de nuestra nacion, antes de las elecciones, es inquietante. Como cristianos pagamos
impuestos y obedecemos las leyes de la nacion, pero no seremos engafiados o atrapados en comprometer nuestra fe por conveniencia
politica. Nuestra lealtad es ante todo al Dios Todopoderoso y solo a El le daremos cuentas al final de todo. Primero somos catolicos
antes que democratas, republicanos o independientes.

Las ideologias mal encaminadas y malvadas que son anticristianas, y por lo tanto anti-vida, deben ser anuladas y
contraatacadas. Nuestro llamado a la fe y la virtud requiere de nosotros un gran valor contra la mafia que busca eliminar el cristianismo
auténtico para promover su cosmovision ficticia, centrada no en el Dios creador y salvador, sino mas bien en ideologias que colocan al
hombre con sus inclinaciones pecaminosas y extrafias inclinaciones en el centro de todas las cosas.

Bajo la foto
se inscribieron palabras que le dieron mas contexto a la familia. No temblaban de miedo, no lloraban y no agredian verbalmente a sus
verdugos. Se estaban pidiendo perdén el uno al otro por las heridas que pudieron haberse causado en esta vida.

Si no defendemos los principios judeocristianos sobre los cuales se fundd esta gran nacion, es posible que algtin dia nos
encontremos en una situacion similar. No solo debemos buscar el perdon los unos de los otros, sino mas especialmente el de Dios
Todopoderoso que nos habria concedido el privilegio de estar en una nacion, defectuosa pero muy bendecida.
