LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

October 25, 2020
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In last week’s gospel the Pharisees were plotting how they might entrap Jesus, knowing well He was a man of
integrity who taught the way of God and was not concerned with anyone’s opinion nor regard for their status. In any
case they tried to entrap Him from a political perspective. This week the Pharisees again put Jesus to the test, but this
time regarding the Laws of God, asking Him which Commandment of the Law is the greatest. Jesus stumps the
Pharisees, making no distinction between the Commandments, but rather sums all Ten Commandments into two Great
Commandments and stating emphatically that they are one.

Are we not unlike the Pharisees? In different ways we collectively put Jesus to the test, presuming the Laws of God
can be taken lightly or relegated outright to an era of antiquity. We thus find ourselves in a situation similar to the
Church in the 12" century. Jesus, from the cross in the parish church of San Damiano, called Francis of Assisi to
“rebuild my Church.” It was a moment of conversion for Francis and an awakening to a dynamic and deeply intimate
relationship with the Lord.

Francis set out to rebuild a chapel in ruins, brick by brick, but the Lord said, “No, Francis. Rebuild my Church. My
Church is in ruins. The souls of my people are empty and cold. Return mysticism to my Body the Church. I desire a
renewed Church, truly imbued by my Spirit. Awaken my people to discipleship. Bring them into communion, one with
another, especially conscious of the poor and those in need. Let no one be neglected. Give me possession of your life
that others see me in you.”

This sums up the Renew My Church Project that has been underway in the Archdiocese of Chicago for the past four
years. Cardinal Blasé Cupich initiated the project as a means to face harsh realities that adversely affect the Church’s
sacred identity and her mandate to make disciples of all people. Over the past several decades society has radically
secularized and most Catholics have been poorly catechized, are indifferent to the faith, have grown lax in the discipline
of the faith, or are outright hostile to the faith. Far too many have little idea what a relationship to the Lord really is.
We have to admit the crisis has afflicted priests and laity alike.

The Renew My Church Project is concerned with the present and future vitality and vibrancy of parish life as well as
the salvation and sanctification of its members. In the Renew My Church Project, the spiritual vibrancy of parishes is
evaluated along with the state of Archdiocesan facilities and structures (parish churches and schools.) Parishes and
schools throughout the Archdiocese have been placed in groups based on close proximity to each other geographically
with similarities held in common. After the process of Renew My Church is completed some of these parish
configurations remain as they were and, in some cases, there are mergers and changes in governance.

St. Stanislaus Kostka has been grouped with St. John Cantius, and Holy Trinity, under the name “Our Lady’s
Triangle”. Due to the COVID-19 Pandemic the Cardinal has expediated the discernment and decision phase of all
groupings. What was initially scheduled for 2022 has now begun.

This past week the “teams of six” from each parish were together to assess our strengths and challenges and present
these to the Archdiocese. Next week the Archdiocese will present “Our Lady’s Triangle” with several scenarios to
assist us in making a decision concerning our grouping that will be evaluated by Archdiocesan Personnel and presented
to the Cardinal in January for his approval.

As you read the parish’s annual report Evangelizing in the Exile 2019-2020, you may thank yourselves and each
other for the generosity with which you’ve blessed St. Stanislaus Kostka — Sanctuary of the Divine Mercy. An insert
into the report gives an overview of what we do and proof that the parish and school are very much alive. It also outlines
the joint strengths and challenges determined by our “team” meeting with St. John Cantius and Holy Trinity. I
personally wish to thank you for your presence in prayer and the many ways you contribute to the vitality and vibrancy
of St. Stanislaus Kostka Parish.

CARTA DEL PARROCO
25 de octubre de 2020

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

En el evangelio de la semana pasada, los fariseos estaban tramando como podrian atrapar a Jesus, sabiendo bien
que era un hombre integro que ensefiaba el camino de Dios y que no se preocupaba por la opiniéon de nadie ni por su
posicion. De muchas formas, intentaron atraparlo desde una perspectiva politica. Esta semana los fariseos volvieron a
poner a prueba a Jesus, pero esta vez con respecto a las leyes de Dios, preguntandole cual es el mayor mandamiento
de la ley. Jesus desconcierta a los fariseos, sin hacer distincion entre los mandamientos, sino que suma todos los diez
mandamientos en dos grandes mandamientos y declara enfaticamente que son uno.

(No somos diferentes a los fariseos? De diferentes maneras, colectivamente ponemos a prueba a Jesus, asumiendo
que las Leyes de Dios pueden tomarse a la ligera o relegarse directamente a una era de la antigiiedad. Nos
encontramos asi en una situacion similar a la de la Iglesia del siglo XII. Jesus, desde la cruz en la iglesia parroquial de
San Damién, llamo a Francisco de Asis para "reconstruir mi Iglesia". Fue un momento de conversion para Francisco y
un despertar a una relacion dinamica y profundamente intima con el Sefior.

Francisco se propuso reconstruir una capilla en ruinas, ladrillo a ladrillo, pero el Sefior dijo: “No, Francisco.
Reconstruye mi Iglesia. Mi Iglesia esta en ruinas. Las almas de mi pueblo estan vacias y frias. Devuelve el misticismo
a mi Cuerpo la Iglesia. Deseo una Iglesia renovada, verdaderamente infundida de mi Espiritu. Despierta a mi pueblo
al discipulado. Ponlos en comunion unos con otros, especialmente conscientes de los pobres y necesitados. Que
nadie sea descuidado. Dame posesion de tu vida para que los demds me vean en ti”.

Esto resume el Proyecto Renew My Church — Renovando mi iglesia - que ha estado en marcha en la Arquididcesis
de Chicago durante los ultimos cuatro afios. El cardenal Blasé Cupich inicié el proyecto como un medio para
enfrentar las duras realidades que afectan negativamente la identidad sagrada de la Iglesia y su mandato de hacer
discipulos de todas las personas. Durante las ultimas décadas, la sociedad se ha secularizado radicalmente y la
mayoria de los catdlicos han sido poco catequizados, son indiferentes a la fe, se han vuelto débiles en la disciplina de
la fe o son abiertamente hostiles a la fe. Demasiados tienen poca idea de lo que realmente es una relacion con el
Sefior. Tenemos que admitir que la crisis ha afectado a sacerdotes y laicos por igual.

El Proyecto Renew My Church se ocupa de la vitalidad y la energia presentes y futuras de la vida parroquial, asi
como de la salvacion y santificacion de sus miembros. En el Proyecto Renovar mi Iglesia, la vitalidad espiritual de las
parroquias se evalua junto con el estado de las instalaciones y estructuras arquidiocesanas (iglesias parroquiales y
escuelas). Las parroquias y escuelas de toda la Arquidiocesis se han colocado en grupos basados en la proximidad
geografica entre si con similitudes en comun. Después de que se completa el proceso de Renovar mi Iglesia, algunas
de estas configuraciones parroquiales permanecen como estaban y, en algunos casos, hay fusiones y cambios en la
autoridad.

San Estanislao Kostka se ha agrupado con San Juan Cantius y La Santisima Trinidad, bajo el nombre de

"Triangulo de Nuestra Seniora". Debido a la pandemia de COVID-19, el cardenal ha anticipado la fase de
discernimiento y decision de todas las agrupaciones. Lo que inicialmente estaba programado para 2022 ha
comenzado.
La semana pasada, en “equipos de seis” de cada parroquia se reunieron para evaluar nuestras fortalezas y desafios y
presentarlos a la Arquidiocesis. La proxima semana, la Arquididcesis presentara "E/ Triangulo de Nuestra Sefiora" en
varios escenarios para ayudarnos a tomar una decision sobre nuestra agrupacion que sera evaluada por el Personal
Arquidiocesano y presentada al Cardenal en enero para su aprobacion.

Al leer el informe anual de la parroquia Evangelizando en el exilio 2019-2020, pueden agradecerse a si mismos y a
los demas por la generosidad con la que han bendecido a San Estanislao Kostka - Santuario de la Divina
Misericordia. Un inserto en el informe brinda una descripcion general de lo que hacemos y prueba que la parroquia y
la escuela estan muy vivas. También describe las fortalezas conjuntas y los desafios determinados por nuestra reunion
en “equipo” con St. John Cantius y Holy Trinity. Personalmente, deseo agradecerles por su presencia en la oracion y
las muchas formas en que contribuyen a la vitalidad y la energia de la parroquia St. Stanislaus Kostka.

Adorers of Christ at the Ark of
Mercy

Twenty-five years ago, Pope St. John Paul IT wrote
that the Gospel of life is at the heart of Jesus’ saving
message to the world (Evangelium vitae 1). In taking
on human flesh, dwelling among us, and sacrificing
his very life for our redemption, Christ reveals the
profound dignity of every human person. This God-
given dignity does not change with our stage of life,
abilities, level of independence, or any other varying
circumstance.

Rather, it is rooted in the permanent fact that each of
us is made in the image and likeness of God, created
to share in the very life of God himself The human
person is a “manifestation of God in the world, a
sign of his presence, a trace of his glory” (EV 34).
And we must reflect this truth in how we act and
how we treat one another.

The truth of the Gospel of life is at the foundation

of who we are as followers of Christ. In his earthly
life, Jesus provided the perfect model for how we are
to love our neighbor and live out the Gospel call:
“Truly, I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of
these my brethren, you did it to me” (Mt. 25:40).

Jesus calls each of us to “care for the other as a
person for whom God has made us responsible” (EV
87). The Gospel of life is intrinsic to the whole
Christian life and foundational to the decisions we
make on a daily basis. For, “the Gospel of God’s love
for man, the Gospel of the dignity of the person and

the Gospel of life are a single and indivisible Gospel”
(EV 2, emphasis added).

In his encyclical on the Gospel of life, Pope St.

John Paul IT recognizes the full range of threats
against human life, from poverty and malnutrition
to murder and war. He places particular emphasis,
however, on threats to life at its beginning and end—
precisely when it is most in need of protection. In
modern times, children in their mothers’ wombs and
those approaching the end of their lives are certainly
among the “least of these” in our world’s estimation.
Practices such as abortion and assisted suicide
tragically reject the truth that human life is always to
be cherished and defended with loving concern.

As the Church celebrates the 25" anniversary of
Pope St. John Paul IT's prophetic encyclical, let us
reflect on how we personally live out the Gospel:
Do I talk about and act towards others as I would
talk about and treat Jesus himself? Do I inform
myself of the Church’s teachings and engage in the
civic arena as first a follower of Christ? Do I support
and advocate for laws and policies that protect and
defend human life? Do I help pregnant and parenting
mothers in need? Am I ready to support a loved one
nearing death?

Through the intercession of Our Lady of Guadalupe,
may Our Lord grant us the grace to truly and
courageously live his Gospel of life.
