Masks or other face coverings must be worn by all participants.

Please arrive 15 minutes before Mass so your reservation may be confirmed and
you may be shown to your seat. Capacity at this time is limited to 25%.

Seating will be done according to social distancing guidelines. Please understand
that you most likely will not be sitting in your “usual” seat. Families may sit to-
gether at Mass. There is no “saving seats” or asking to be seated in a particular
seat.

What Will Faith Formation 2020-2021 Look Like?

After much conversation, prayer and discernment we have decided to keep all Faith Formation
class Schedules/Calendars the same as they were in the past year, BUT to conduct all classes
through the Zoom platform, virtually. Arrangements will be made for a curbside pickup of the
materials (books, calendar, etc.) needed for each of your children so they can work from home.
So think of it this way, Faith Formation will be the same as it was last year, except classes will
not be held at the parish. Instead, your child’s class for which you have registered them will be
held on the Zoom platform from your home. For example, and to be clear, if you registered
your child for a Level 5 class on Mondays at 4:30 p.m., your child’s class will be held virtually
on Mondays at 4:30 p.m. each week according to the Level 5 Calendar. The same will hold true
for all Levels, 1 through 8 and Home Taught.

We have lived in my house for over 25 years, and
have known many of our neighbors for decades.
They are good people with busy lives (like mine),
so we say hello but don’t get to spend any amount
of time with each other. The power outage was a
lot to handle on top of the COVID-19 pandemic,
and really could have been the last straw, and yet
it wasn’t. Difficult yes, but my neighbors all
joined forces and helped one another through it.

Group chats kept everyone in the loop about
PSEG’s latest estimates (which changed many
times each day), neighbors patrolled yards of oth-
er neighbors who were out of the area, food runs
(and wine) were offered. My neighbor with a gen-
erator allowed me to charge our phones and oth-
er gadgets daily. We sat socially-distanced in the
dark and talked and laughed as we haven’t for
years — especially not this year. I learned one of
my neighbors who has been away from the
church began watching the Catholic Faith Net-
work and was asking about reconciliation. And I
became aware of something I knew deep down
but had forgotten — my neighborhood is chock-
full of compassionate, faithful stewards who give
generously of their time to others.

Today’s first reading from Isaiah begins, “Thus
says the Lord: Observe what is right, do what is
Just: for my salvation is about to come...” My
neighbors did just that without even thinking
twice and I am grateful for it and for them. Liv-
ing as a Christian steward means living a life of
gratitude for all that God has given, and truthful-
ly for most of this year I have had a hard time
being grateful — fear and worry had taken its
place. My neighbors charged much more than
my cell phone batteries this week and for that I
will always be thankful. My power may have
been out, but my faith light came back on. Take
time this week to be a grateful steward —think
about those who recharge you during your mini
faith outages and thank them for it.
