1. Open your app.

2. Click on ‘More’ in the bottom right corner.

3. Click on ‘Message Settings’.

4. Click each group you wish to receive messages from.

(Green means you will receive instant messages from that group.)

Groups that you may elect to receive messages from are: Religious Ed, Set-up/ Take Down, Special

Events, PTO, Security Team, Knights, Extra Help, Daily Mass, Prayer Warriors and General (Parish
Office Notifications). Note: These are groups subject to change.
