This is Year B in our liturgical cycle, which focuses on 

the Gospel according to Mark.  It is believed to be the 

earliest of the four gospels, and it is the shortest.  The 

evangelists Matthew and Luke incorporated almost all 

of Mark’s gospel into their own.  What does Mark’s 

gospel have to tell us about Jesus, and why is it 

important to hear this unique perspective? 
 

We explore these questions (and more) in a Scripture 

study every Tuesday evening via Zoom.  Using the 

book Ponder from Little Rock Scripture, we pray with 

the Sunday readings and listen to what God is revealing 

to us.
