As we begin our season of fasting, prayer, and almsgiving, the reading from Deuteronomy reminds us of our duty of almsgiving, that we “set our offerings before the Lord, our God, and shall bow down in God’s presence” (Deuteronomy 26:10).  The reading from Romans refers us to our prayer, reminding us that “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart . . .
