ST. MARY MAGDALENE 
 

Except for the mother of Jesus, few 
women are more honored in the 
Bible than Mary Magdalene.  Yet 
she could well be the patron of the 
slandered, since there has been a 
persistent legend in the Church 
that she is the unnamed sinful 
woman who anointed the feet of 
Jesus in Luke 7:36—50. 
 
Most Scripture scholars today point 
out that there is no scriptural basis 
for confusing the two women.  
Mary Magdalene, that is, “of Mag-
dala,” was the one from whom 

Christ cast out “seven demons” (Luke 8:2)—an indica-
tion, at the worst, of extreme demonic possession or, 
possibly severe illness.  Fr. Wilfrid J. Harrington, O.P., 
writing in the New Catholic Commentary, says that 
“seven demons” does not mean that Mary had lived an 
immoral life—a conclusion reached only by means of 
a mistaken identification with the anonymous woman 
of Luke 7:36.”  
 
Mary Magdalene was one of those who stood by the 
cross of Jesus with his mother.  And, of all the 
“official” witnesses that might have been chosen for 
the first awareness of the resurrection, she was the 
one to whom that privilege was given.  She is known 
as the “Apostle to the Apostles.” ©2013, Franciscan Media

JOACHIM AND ANNE  -  PARENTS OF MARY 
 

In the Scriptures,  Matthew and Luke furnish a legal family history of 
Jesus, tracing ancestry to show that Jesus is the culmination of great 
promises.  Not only is his mother’s family neglected, we also know 
nothing factual about them except that they existed.   Even the names 
Joachim and Anne come from a legendary source written more than a 
century after Jesus died. 
 
The heroism and holiness of these people, however, is inferred from 
the whole family atmosphere around Mary in the Scriptures.  Wheth-
er we rely on the legends about Mary’s childhood or make guesses 
from the information in the Bible, we see in her a fulfillment of many 
generations of prayerful persons, herself steeped in the religious tradi-
tions of her people. 
 
The strong character of Mary in making decisions, her continuous 
practice of prayer, her devotion to the laws of her faith, her steadiness 
at moments of crisis, and her devotion to her relatives—all indicate a 
close-knit, loving family that looked forward to the next generation 
even while retaining the best of the past.
