Get off the phone as soon as
possible by saying you’re looking up the information then “accidentally” hang up. If you're told a
family member is in trouble, begging you not to tell anyone else, use the same ‘accidental’ hang up
technique then check in with another family member. You don’t even have to mention the trouble
stated in the call - just ask how they're doing, what they're up to, when you might get to see them...
You'll find out in no time that there’s no emergency. The best option is to do what may seem rude to
you - JUST HANG UP. These people are skilled at playing on your courtesy and keeping you talking.
