TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
When you are thinking about traditions in the
Church, 1563 is a “watershed” year. The Council of
Trent began a reform of the liturgy that put an end
to old practices and set many of our present prac-
tices in place. For the first time, engaged people
were absolutely required to appear before their par-
ish priest, and to exchange consent in his presence
along with two witnesses. To this day, Catholics are
obliged to this form, namely: to marry another
Catholic in the presence of a priest (or deacon) and
two witnesses, unless dispensed from the law. The
Council really didn’t forbid customs and ceremonies
that added life to the celebration, but the mood of
the times was dark and somewhat austere. Practices
like the blessing of the marriage bed or using a
canopy for the nuptial blessing started to fade away,
as did the custom of bringing the presents for the
couple to the church and the addition of fiddlers and
jugglers to the procession. The Council of Trent
tried to preserve local customs, but the long-term
effect was to standardize celebrations

everywhere in the world.
