Who wrote the Lord’s Prayer?

I know the Lord’s Prayer comes from Scripture, but
who composed it as we say it today?

‘When the disciples asked the Lord to teach them to pray,
he taught them the prayer we know as the Our Father.
‘Various versions of that prayer appear in the gospels of
Matthew and Luke.

The version used in the Church’s liturgies is from
Matthew 6:5-13. In fact, citing St. Thomas Aquinas’s
Summa Theologiae, the Catechism of the Catholic Church
calls the Lord’s Prayer the most perfect prayer, teaching us
not only what things to pray for in our prayer but also in
what order or priority we should desire them. “It is at the
heart of every individual and communal prayer” (2776). We
pray the Our Father bearing in mind and heart the intimate
relationship we have with our God as sons and daughters
by adoption through our baptism.

As for wording, it’s important to note that, as in any
language, the language we use for prayers is a work in
progress. It's normal and understandable that the specific
wording of our prayers would reflect what makes the most
sense for a prayer form used in a communal setting—
that’s why we use plural pronouns instead of the singular
pronouns used in the gospel account of the Lord’s teaching
his disciples to pray.

‘What’s most important is that the substance of the prayer
reflects the same matter the Lord used in the prayer.

In their 2003 pastoral letter, "Strangers No Longer:  Together on the Journey of Hope," the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) outlined several policy goals for immigration reform. Pope Francis asks that we walk in solidarity with those in our community who seek a better life for their family.  During this season of Lent may we be open to meeting the "stranger" in our communities, not with indifference or anger, but with a heart filled with compassion and love and to be advocates for the passage of immigration reform.
