 FACT OF FAITH  
D O C T O R S  O F  T H E  C H U R C H ?

I s  there  a  doctor  in  the house? Wel l ,  i f  that  
house i s  the Church,  then the answer  i s  “yes.”  
And we don’t  mean medica l  doctors .  Of  a l l  the  
var ious  k inds  of  sa ints  in  the church — v irg ins ,  
martyrs ,  re l ig ious,  whatever  — the least  
apprec iated  by  most  people  may be the Doctors  
of  the Church.   
 

These sa ints  are  probably  best  thought  of  as  
doctors  in  the PhD sense of  the word.  Through 
their  research,  s tudy,  and wr i t ing,  they  have 
advanced the Church’s  knowledge of  our  fa i th .  
To be dec lared a  Doctor  of  the Church does not  
imply  that  a l l  the i r  wr i t ings  are  f ree f rom error  
but  rather  that  the whole  body of  their  work,  
taken together  serves  to  advance the cause of  
Chr ist  and h is  Church.   
 

The t i t le  was  f i r st  g iven in  the  Middle  Ages,  and 
or ig ina l ly ,  there  were four  great  Doctors  of  the 
Church:  St .  Ambrose,  4th  century  b ishop of  
Mi lan,  St .  August ine,  5th  century  b ishop of  
Hippo,  St .  Gregory  the Great ,  who was  pope at  
the start  of  the 7th  century ,  and St .  Jerome,  the 
5th  century  b ib l ica l  scholar  and t rans lator .  Over  
the years  the church has  added about  30 
addit ional  sa ints  with  the t i t le  “Doctor  of  the 
Church,”  inc lud- ing  St .  Bonaventure,  whose feast  
day  i s  ce lebrated on Ju ly  15.  S ince  1970,  four  
women have a lso  been dec lared “Doctors  of  the 
Church”:  St .  Teresa  of  Avi la ;  St .  Cather ine  of  
S iena;  St .  Thérèse of  L is ieux,  who received the 
t i t le  in  1998;  and St .  H i l -degard of  B ingen,  who 
was  dec lared a  Doctor  of  the Church in  2012 by 
Pope Benedict  XVI .  Most  recent ly ,  in  February  
2015,  Pope Franc is  dec lared Armenian poet  and 
monk St .  Gregory  of  Narek a  Doctor  of  the 
Universa l  Church.   
 

A l l  these Doctors  of  the Church advanced the 
knowledge of  God through their  wr i t ing  on 
theology,  sp ir i tua l i ty ,  myst i -c i sm,  or  through 
their  defense of  the fa i th  in  the  face of  heresy  
and sch ism.

Try to rest in 
shaded areas so that your body's thermostat has a 
chance to recover. Stop working if you experience 
breathlessness, muscle soreness or chest pains.  

♦ Be alert to signs of heat-related illness, including 
extremely high body temperature, headache, rapid 
pulse, dizziness, nausea, confusion, or 
unconsciousness.  

♦ Monitor those who are at higher risk for heat-
related illnesses, including infants and children up to 
four years of age; people 65 years of age or older; 
people who are overweight; those who push 
themselves too hard during work or exercise.  

♦  Eat healthy foods to remain energized.

Get ready! We are at the time when 
Mark’s Gospel brings us to a key theme – how 
Jesus guides and nourishes his disciples to become 
apostles – those sent out to proclaim the Good 

News. Today’s readings all focus on the wondrous and 
challenging call of God to us -- not only follow Jesus, but in 
fact, to listen so attentively to his Word that we become 
prophets (like Amos) and apostles (like Paul and the 
apostles in the Gospel).  
 

Amos, a shepherd, was called from his flock to prophesy to 
the people of Israel – to call them back to faithfulness to 
the Covenant with their God. Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians 
affirms that Jesus forms and guides the chosen ones. In the 
Gospel selection from Mark we hear the story of how the 
Twelve, the apostles, are sent out to preach, to drive out 
demons and to heal the sick. Yet, both Amos and the 
apostles would confront resistance and being unwelcome.  
Like them, we are not always going to find it easy to live 
out our faith, to witness to our Catholic Christian beliefs.  
 

In Paul’s letter to the Ephesians we are also assured that 
when God chooses persons to carry out his purposes, those 
chosen are strengthened for the mission. This message 
from Paul seems to be intimately tied to baptism, to being 
chosen, blessed, sealed with the Holy Spirit – he speaks of 
the followers of Christ Jesus, reminding them – and us – 
that we have been chosen, blessed, strengthened and 
redeemed. We don’t usually think of ourselves as 
missionaries – yet, that is our calling:  to be witnesses and 
apostles of Jesus Christ each and every day.  
 

Remember that God speaks to us in many ways – through 
the Word and Eucharist, through our work and the 
everyday experiences of our lives -- and sends us off to be 
apostles! We are reminded of the importance of listening to 
God. There is within each of us that call – to know that we 
are loved by God, and to live in such a way that our very 
lives are a witness of our faith and relationship with God. 
May we celebrate each day that grace of faith which helps 
shape our lives. God be with you and bless you!
