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\N CHURCH Obligation
ON SUNDBY by Fr. Larry Rice

It hapbens every year at this time. I'll be
at a wedding on a Saturday, and someone
will ask, “Father, does this count for

Sunday?” Or someone will say...

“Father, | missed Mass last week because we were driving in
from Detroit—is that a sin?” Or in the winter, an elderly person
will say, “Father, | need to go to confession because | missed
Mass last week, because of the snow storm.”

Our Sunday Mass obligation is something we Catholics take very
seriously. In some ways, it sets us apart from other Christian
denominations, where weekly church attendance is seen as the
ideal, rather than as part of our minimal obligation to the faith.

Our Sunday Mass obligation has its roots in one of the most
ancient codes of religious behavior, the Ten Commandments.
God commanded the people of ancient Israel to “keep holy the
Lord’s Day.” This meant both refraining from work and
participating in the community’s worship. The 1983 Code of
Canon Law puts it this way: “On Sundays and other holy days of
obligation, the faithful are obliged to participate in the Mass.
Moreover, they are to abstain from those works and affairs
which hinder the worship to be rendered to God” (c. 1247). This
is a positive obligation for us, but the obligation is only binding
when it’s both possible and prudent.

So, if you're an elderly person who shouldn’t be out when the
sidewalks are icy, the obligation is lifted. If you're traveling, and
there’s no Catholic church available to you without serious
difficulty, there’s no obligation to attend. And if you're sick,
while you are always welcome to come to Mass and seek the
mercies of the Divine Physician, you may also choose to stay
home and get better—it may even be prudent to do so. If you
are sick, you also have the option to call your parish and request
that a eucharistic minister from your parish bring the Eucharist
to you—many churches have an official ministry for those who
areill and unable to attend Sunday Mass.

Is missing Mass a sin? Clearly, that depends on one’s motivation
and intention. If you deliberately stay away with the intention to
defy God and break a commandment, that’s obviously a very
sinful choice. If, on the other hand, you miss Mass because you
need to care for someone who is ill, that isn't a sin—it’s a work
of mercy.  Fr. Rice is Vocations Director for the Paulist Fathers.

Para que la Sabiduria de Cristo continde en
este mundo, y para que nuestras vidas sean signos de su
poder, Jesus espera hallar, y tiene que hallar, una gran fe en
nosotros. ¢La hallard? ¢O quedard, una vez mas, pasmado de
nuestra poca fe?

FAITH IN JESUS CHRIST

Mark’s Gospel account today is built on a double
astonishment or amazement: the neighbors and family of
Jesus are astonished that he taught in the synagogue with
wisdom and worked powerful signs. Jesus, in turn, is amazed
that they have no faith in him because they know his origins,
not because of any fault with his teaching or ministry. As with
many of Mark’s passages, we get a rather intimate glimpse
here of the human part of Jesus’ twolIfold nature. To reinforce
his point, Mark tells of Jesus’ return to his native place, and
further points out that he is in the midst of his own family
members there. From the very people he expected the most,
Jesus received the least. In the day of the Gospel’s writing,
Mark was attempting to illustrate a lesson to the house of
Israel: the God of the covenant expected the greatest faith
from the house of Israel, but often received the least. This is a
good source for reflection on our part, we who are Jesus’
followers today. For the wisdom of Christ to continue and for
our lives to be seen as signs of his power, he must expect and
be able to find great faith among us. Will he? Can he? Does
he? Or is he, once again, amazed by its absence?
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Come to know and understand the Mass
like you never have before!

This is a DVD and discussion series which leads
us on a Scriptural tour through the prayers,
hymns, and rituals of the liturgy of the Mass.

The fifth session of this six week series looks
at the biblical roots of the practice of breaking
bread; of Jesus as the Agnus Dei (“Lamb of
God”); and of holy communion as the Wedding
Supper of the Lamb. Participants also will look
at why we echo the centurion’s “Lord I am not
worthy . . .” and are dismissed with the words,
“Go forth, the Mass is ended.”

The fifth session is this Tuesday July 7t
from about 7:15 pm to 8:30 pm in the Parish
Hall. The series continues next Tuesday
evening, July 14th.

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

I am disappointed in the U.S. Supreme Court’s ruling
today because it represents further departure from the
way our country’s legal system defines the institution
of marriage. This new definition does not reflect
Catholic thought and belief about marriage.

Then there’s Paul’s letter to the people of Corinth: When I
succeed, I think it’s about me. When I am weak, then I know
that the Lord is in charge, and I am strong in Christ. Our typical
pattern may be that when we succeed we realize God has
blessed us. How do we find and appreciate blessings amid what
seem like failures to us? Where is God in that?

Those who heard Jesus teach in the synagogue questioned his
source of wisdom and deeds; in effect they forgot that
throughout their history, God had raised up prophets from
among their own. When Jesus is amazed at their lack of faith,
we do not learn whether he succeeded eventually in human
terms or if that experience was a lesson for the disciples about
the importance of faith. What did the Lord want to accomplish
in the apparent failure? What sort of “prophet” or messiah did
they see in Jesus at this point in his mission?

A prophet is one who calls the people to remember -- and
return to faithfulness to -- the Covenant with God. Throughout
the history of the Old Testament, God made a covenant with
the Chosen People, each time through the grace and leadership
of a person who had a special relationship of attentiveness,
intimacy and obedience with God.

Even today, God chooses, prepates and equips persons to
preach and teach among us, to call us to an ever deeper
relationship and growing faithfulness to the Gospel way of life.
There is within each of us that call — to know that we are loved
by God, and to live in such a way that our very lives are a
witness of our faith and relationship with God. May we
celebrate each day that grace of faith which helps shape our
lives. God be with you and bless youl!
