hospitals, correctional facilities, pregnancy centers, nursing homes, homeless shelters, food pantries, fire and police department chaplaincies, institutions for persons with disabilities and immigration service providers. Outreach to the least of our sisters and brothers is one of the primary thrusts of the deacon’s call.


     Many deacons receive special training to serve as masters of ceremony at Masses celebrated by auxiliary bishops. At Mass, deacons proclaim the Gospel and the Prayer of the Faithful, prepare the altar with the gifts of bread and wine, invite the congregation to exchange the Sign of Peace, distribute Holy Communion and dismiss the assembly. They have the mandate to teach and preach in the name of the Church to both believers and those who have not yet accepted the message of Christ.


     Deacons are ordained clergy of the Catholic Church. To become a deacon, one receives the Sacrament of Holy Orders at the hands of a bishop. They may baptize, witness marriages, preside at funerals and wakes and administer Holy Communion to the sick and dying. Most permanent deacons have secular jobs, where they provide an ordained witness to Christ in their workplaces. The majority of permanent deacons are married men with families. This portion of John's Gospel comes near the end of the first of four chapters that make up Jesus' long farewell discourse at the Last Supper. This section sums up the themes of the opening of the discourse: the Christian's life is not shaped by Jesus’ absence but by God's abiding presence; God’s presence overcomes anxiety about God's absence; and the present holds in it the seeds of a fresh future shaped by love, not fear.


We get a glimpse of some of the other themes of the farewell discourse: Jesus’ relationship with the Father and the disciples’ relationship to Jesus connect the disciples to the Father as well. Jesus promises to send an Advocate or intercessor who will remind 








the disciples of everything that Jesus taught them and bring them peace.


Jesus is preparing his disciples in advance for his absence so that they will continue to believe in him and not feel all alone after his return to the Father. After the initial excitement of his Easter appearances, Jesus will remain with his followers in a very different way throughout the centuries.


As the Easter season comes to an end, the liturgy reminds us that Jesus remains with us through the Holy Spirit, who teaches us everything we need to know, reminds us of all that Jesus taught, and brings us peace. (Redacted from Sunday Connection, Loyola Press)

� This Sunday we break from our reading of Matthew's Gospel to read from John's Gospel. We heard Matthew's account of Jesus' baptism last week, on the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Today, we hear John the Baptist's testimony about Jesus. John's differs from the other Gospels because he does not describe Jesus' baptism by John the Baptist. Instead, John the Baptist announces that he knows that Jesus is the Son of God.


John the Baptist sees Jesus approaching and cries out, giving witness about who Jesus is. John says that he saw the Spirit descend upon Jesus. By this sign, John the Baptist knew that Jesus was the one who is to come after him.


John the Baptist uses two titles for Jesus that are familiar to us. John calls Jesus the “Lamb of God” and the “Son of God.” By using these titles, John the Baptist identifies Jesus' ultimate purpose: to redeem sinful humanity.


John the Baptist's testimony about Jesus clearly distinguishes John's baptism from the Baptism that Jesus will inaugurate. John baptizes with water; Jesus will baptize with the Holy Spirit. John also puts his practice of baptism in the context of Jesus' ministry. The purpose of John's baptism was to make Jesus known to Israel.


John the Baptist's sense of purpose is clearly identified in this reading: he baptized in order to prepare for and make known the ministry of the One who was to follow. John's witness is an excellent example of what it means to be a disciple. By our Baptism, we are called to make Jesus known to all the world by our words and by the witness of our lives. ~ Redacted, Sunday Connections, Loyola Press
