* Social networks help us to connect, rediscover, and assist one another, but lend themselves to the manipulation of personal data, without due respect for the person. 


  * The image of the net invites us to reflect on the multiplicity of lines and intersections that ensure its stability in the absence of a center. The metaphor of the net also recalls the image of community, which is stronger if it is cohesive and supportive, animated by trust and common objectives.  The community as a network of solidarity requires mutual listening and dialogue, based on the responsible use of language.


  * The Internet is an opportunity to promote encounter with others, but it can also increase isolation. 


  * A third metaphor: that of the body and the members. “Therefore, putting away falsehood, speak the truth, each to his neighbor, for we are members one of another” (Eph 4:25).  The use of the social web is complementary to an encounter in the flesh that comes alive through the body, heart, eyes, gaze, and breath of the other. 


  * If we use the Internet to be more connected, to then meet and look into each other’s eyes, then it is a resource.  If a parish coordinates its activity through the network, then celebrates the Eucharist together, then it is a resource. If the network allows us to share stories and experiences that are physically distant from us, in order to pray together and together seek out the good to rediscover what unites us, then it is a resource.


 * The Church herself is a network woven together by Eucharistic communion, where unity is based not on “likes”, but on the truth, on the “Amen”, by which each one clings to the Body of Christ and welcomes others.





Several important themes appear in this prayer. First, Jesus’ prayer reaffirms the complete union between Jesus and the Father. Throughout John, Jesus has been presented as the one who pre-existed with the Father and as the one sent by the Father to do his work on earth. Today, we hear Jesus ask that the unity he experiences with the Father be extended to all who believe in him. He prays that we be one with each other, with him, and with the Father. We are reminded that Christ is the source of Christian unity. Through Christ, we are united with one another and with God our Father.





Belief is a major theme in the Gospel of John. It begins in the prologue and continues in the response to Jesus' signs. Belief is the reason Jesus performs signs and the reason signs have been recorded in the Gospel. Here Jesus prays not only for those who believe in him but for all who will come to believe in him. And he prays that the love of the Father in him may also be in all who believe so that Jesus might be in them as well. (Redacted from Sunday Connection, Loyola Press)








On the seventh Sunday of Easter, we always read from the 17th chapter of John's Gospel. It comes at the conclusion of Jesus’ Farewell Discourse delivered to the disciples at the Last Supper. The whole chapter is a prayer of Jesus, commending himself to the Father and expressing his care and concern for his disciples. At the end of this prayer, Jesus and his disciples depart for the garden, and Jesus is arrested.

� This Sunday we break from our reading of Matthew's Gospel to read from John's Gospel. We heard Matthew's account of Jesus' baptism last week, on the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. Today, we hear John the Baptist's testimony about Jesus. John's differs from the other Gospels because he does not describe Jesus' baptism by John the Baptist. Instead, John the Baptist announces that he knows that Jesus is the Son of God.


John the Baptist sees Jesus approaching and cries out, giving witness about who Jesus is. John says that he saw the Spirit descend upon Jesus. By this sign, John the Baptist knew that Jesus was the one who is to come after him.


John the Baptist uses two titles for Jesus that are familiar to us. John calls Jesus the “Lamb of God” and the “Son of God.” By using these titles, John the Baptist identifies Jesus' ultimate purpose: to redeem sinful humanity.


John the Baptist's testimony about Jesus clearly distinguishes John's baptism from the Baptism that Jesus will inaugurate. John baptizes with water; Jesus will baptize with the Holy Spirit. John also puts his practice of baptism in the context of Jesus' ministry. The purpose of John's baptism was to make Jesus known to Israel.


John the Baptist's sense of purpose is clearly identified in this reading: he baptized in order to prepare for and make known the ministry of the One who was to follow. John's witness is an excellent example of what it means to be a disciple. By our Baptism, we are called to make Jesus known to all the world by our words and by the witness of our lives. ~ Redacted, Sunday Connections, Loyola Press
