Dear Parishioners, 

One of the clearest ways to understand 
this weekend’s Gospel passage about the 
sower and the seeds is simply to do the 
math. In Jesus’ time and place, a good 
and skilled farmer could expect to yield a 
harvest six or seven-fold for every seed 
planted. Jesus makes it clear that when God plants the 
seed of His Word, even if it seems to be scattered in the 
worst way possible over every improbable surface and with 
careless abandon…it will yield a harvest of 30- or 60- or 
100-fold! Now that’s good seed! That’s potent seed! That’s 
hearty seed! That’s, well, simply amazing! 

And so it is with the Word of God. It never returns to the 
Lord without bearing a rich harvest of much fruit for God’s 
purposes. God’s methodology will always be inaccessible 
and subject to human ridicule. From our mere human 
perspective, the way that God looks to bring new life about 
in our world will never appear to our limited minds to be 
ordered and proper. God just scatters good seed 
everywhere. It will grow where it will. It will not always grow 
where we want it to. It will not always grow how we want it 
to. It will not always grow when we want it to. It just does 
what it does. And God’s beauty and grace will shine forth in 
the abundance of that which is collected for the Kingdom at 
the end of time. 

The only thing we really can do is till our own small plot of 
soil—that is, prepare our hearts, our minds, and lives to 
welcome this seed when it comes our way and do our best 
to nurture it and allow it to grow. When we do, even if we 
are not perfect at it, it will be an amazing blessing for 
ourselves and for others.  

Do the math: God wants to bless us abundantly and 
accomplish great things through our faithfulness. Let’s not 
let anything get in the way!

Magnificat — Access daily readings along with 
various articles, hymns for the month, Lectio 
Divina, and resources for blessings and 
prayers. Set alerts to remind you of morning, 
evening, and nighttime prayer. (This app is 
free to Magnificat printed version subscribers, 
non-subscribers pay a fee after download.)
