Belonging to a Family

In the post Easter (Mystagogy) phase of the
RCIA process, the neophytes (new Catholics)
explore more deeply what it means to
"belong" fully to the people of God as a
result of their sacramental initiation at the
Easter Vigil. An essential element of truly
belonging to a community is shared
experience. The foundational experience for
every Christian is the wondrous love that has
made us God's children. During this Easter
Season, we, the community, are invited to
draw upon the newness of the neophytes'
experience as a way to reawake our own
appreciation for the mystery of being the
beloved children of God, a reality which
perhaps has become so familiar that it no
longer arouses in us wonder and awe. Isn't
there someone in your life with whom you
would like to share that reality? Bring them
to an RCIA Inquiry Session.

RCIA i1s a process for adults who desire to
become Catholic, for baptized Catholic who
have never received BOTH sacraments of
Confirmation and Eucharist, or for baptized
Christians seeking the same.

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MONSIGNOR'S MUSING
Dear Parishioners,
At the invitation of Father Jim I will be occasionally writing an article for the Parish
Bulletin, sharing spiritual thoughts, reflection on a liturgical season, life of a Saint, and Sacred
Scripture passages. These reflections are written under the heading "Monsignor's

Musing." The dictionary describes "musing" as something shared that is reflective or
thoughtful. I hope to accurately convey this definition in my articles. Besides, the title is
catchy.

I write to you during the Third Week of the Easter Season. As you know the Easter Season
extends for fifty days, concluding with the Solemnity of Pentecost, this year on May
23. Pentecost comes from the Greek word meaning "fifty." Fifty days earlier, "on the first day
of the week," it was the day of Jesus' Resurrection and He appeared to ten of the twelve
Apostles in the Upper Room. There He breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy
Spirit." [John 20:22]

Fifty days later in the Upper Room, the Apostles and many followers, 120 total [Acts
1:15] were gathered in prayer when the Holy Spirit came upon them all. The event is
recorded in Acts 2:1-11. By the way, there were skeptics who doubted that the disciples
speaking in tongues were inspired by the Holy Spirit. Two verses later we read: "But others
(skeptics) said, scoffing, '"They have had too much wine." [Acts 2:13] LOL.

The Holy Spirit entered our soul on the day of our Baptism. We confirmed it some years
later on the day of our Confirmation. Every time we bless ourselves we invoke the Holy
Trinity, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. We begin and end every Mass and every prayer by
invoking the Holy Trinity. Our Profession of Faith, the Nicene Creed, affirms: "I believe in
the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, Who proceeds from the Father and the Son."

May this joyful season reaffirm our love and obedience to God our Creator, Jesus our
Redeemer, and the Holy Spirit our Sanctifier. "'Happy Easter!"

PROCEDURES FOR RETURNING TO WEEKDAY AND WEEKEND MASSES

2Mass Times: Saturday Vigil 5:00 pm; Sunday masses will be at 8:30 am; 10:00 am;
and 11:30 am to allow time for disinfecting and cleaning. Vigil mass will still be recorded
and posted on-line for those unable to attend at this time.

2Those in vulnerable groups should stay home.

2 Those who are sick or symptomatic must stay at home.

2Please wash your hands before coming to Church.

2Do not park your vehicles next to each other — allow safe distance in the parking lot. There
should be an empty parking space between each parked car.

2Please bring your own hand sanitizers. Masks must be worn at all times.

2Please sanitize your pew area before and after use.

Seating

2Physical distancing is still in effect thus limiting seating capacity. Some pews will be roped
off to facilitate this.

2Families in the same household are allowed to sit together in a pew.

20nce capacity is reached, you will be asked to return after each mass if you desire to receive
Holy Communion.

Holy Communion

2Proper distancing must be maintained while coming forth to receive Holy Communion. The
floor will be marked accordingly.

2The Priest and Eucharistic Minister will wear a mask.

2 There will be no sharing of the Chalice at this time.

2Reception of the Holy Communion will be only in the hand during this time — after receiving
the Body of Christ, take a step to the side, remove your mask for a moment to consume
the Sacred Host, then put your mask back on before returning to your seat.

Worship Service

2NO missalettes are available at this time.

2Go to the parish website, saintbernadettechurch.net, scroll down to “Worship Folder”, and
print out the material beforehand to bring to church.

2Properly dispose of your worship aide after each mass.

2 Altar servers are not to be utilized at this time.

2 There will be NO Offertory Procession.

2 There will be no shaking of the hands at the sign of peace. A simple bow or nod to your
fellow parishioner is sufficient. No waving of hands or peace signs!

2 Volunteers are needed to wipe down door handles, railings, elevator buttons and rest rooms
after each Mass. Please wipe down your pews after the mass.

2Each individual is responsible to make healthy decisions that are appropriate for themselves
and to be considerate towards your fellow parishioner. While the parish is making every
effort to minimize the transmission of disease, all risk cannot be eliminated. Your help and
participation is vital as well by sanitizing your area before and after you leave the Church.
