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Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood 
of Christ 

We have all heard the old adage, "You are 
what you eat."

Not only is the real presence of 
Christ recognized in the form of consecrated 
bread and wine, it is also located in the 
community which gathers to celebrate the 
eucharist. At the liturgy of the eucharist we 
become what we eat. Recognizing that we 
become the body of Christ can take us a long 
way toward reverencing one another. Isn't 
there someone in your life, whom you care 
enough about to invite to the eucharistic 
table?
