Bob 

 

St. Stephen Finance Council Highlights….5-2-2022 
        Purpose of meeting was to review bid quotes pertaining to considerations  

discussed at the 3-28-2022 meeting. 

Carpet/lighting/window quotes were reviewed. Discussion centered on the cost 

factors…..being realistic about consideration as to our status with diocesan planning; grateful 

for the Sunday Mass each month and events that do take place at our church. 

      Consensus was to request approval from the diocese to pursue the following:     +++plan 

to replace 4 windows @ $1,900.00 per window with none most likely available until 

December.    +++update to LED lighting in the main (over the pews & sanctuary $1,032.00.  

+++replace carpet in the entrance of the church $2,622.00.    +++get a quote for cleaning the 

carpet in the parish hall.
